THlEMONEY MA.RiKET. 

8ince the end of the third quarter the upward 
trend in ,business conditions has been marked 
in ,Finland. Owing to rising prices in foreign 
ma:rkets ·and in wholes-ale -trade tat home .an 
increasing optimism has been felt both on the 
Stock Exchange aJS well 'as in industri'al invest­
ment business. 

The money market has, nevertheless, remained 
v~ry easy. The public's deposits in the Joint 
Stock banks grew by 9.8 million marks in 
October ·and by a further 15.4 minions in No­
vember, wherea·s the year ·before there was 'a 
decline of 40.3 mimon marks during thes-e two 
months. If sight deposits are 'also taken into 
account, deposits due to the public. totalled 
7,575.5 million marks at the end 'Of November, 
1936, ,as against 7,052.4 milli'Ons 'at the oor­
responding date in 1935. The demand for credit 
has .been s'Omewhat 'brisker lately, .bringing the 
total credits granted by the J O'int Stock hank,s 
up to 7,283.2 million marks at the end of Novem­
ber which is 67.4 minions more than 'at -the end 
of September but still fully 'a hundred million 
marks below the November figure of the year 
before. ,The surplus of total deposits over total 
credits still remains at ,about 1,000 million 
marks, if 'tt.anMctions with other -credit institu­
tions ,are included, and the Joint Stock Ibanks 
have even increased their oash, which amounted 

at end of November to 683.4 million marks as 
.a·g.ainst 635.1 milHon two m'Onths earlier, by 
drawing 'On their accounts abroad. 

The position of the Joint Stock banks towards 
foreign countries ha's by such means grown 
weaker to ,some extent. From 501.1 million 
marks 'at the end of September their net credi-t 
balanoesabI'oad decreased in October to '393.8 
.and in N'ovember to 376.3 million marks. 'This 
'am'Ount is, however, still fa·r 'abo've the oor­
resp'onding 'amounts for 1935 'and 1934, viz., 
54.8 'and 225.7 million marks respectively. 

In the statement ,of the Bank of Finland the 
business revival is most dearly reflected by the 
rising figures ()f .the note circulation. At 'an 
amount of 1,565.3 million marks :at the end 'Of 
November~ ,1936, ·the notes in oirculation show 
an increa1se of 184.6 milli'On marks since the 'be­
ginning of the year. If the changes in the oom­
posi tion of the means of payments 'are taken 
into 'account, the average 'amount outstanding 
per capita at the end of each month in 1936, 
viz., 415 marks, does not fall much ,below the 
oorresponding amount in 1928, which was 435 
marks. Adjusted both for the change mentioned 
in its composition and for the season, the index 
of the note circulation (1926 = 100) indicates 
128 for the end 'Of N'Ovember, 1936, as 'against 'a 
corresponding number of only 108 in 1935 and 
117 in 1928. During October and N'Ovember 
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the Bank .of Finland',s credit halances ,with 
it,s foreign correspondents 1.'ose by 235.2 millions 
to 1,353.3 million marks. In spite of increas­
ing liabHitiespay,ahle on demand, .the note 
reserve consequently increased during these two 
months .by 64.2 million marks. As, however, owing 
to the lively Christmas shopping .the nutes 
outstanding still advanced by 65.7 million marks 
during the first three weeks in December and 
other -sight lia.bilities increased almost as much, 
the note reserve drQPped 'again ,by 77.4 millions 
to 547.8 million marks. On the 23rd of De­
cember the resel"Ve of foreign currency totalled 
1,402.7 million marks, the 'actual gold reserve 
WIllS 603.2 million marks and the gold 'on special 
account amounted to 161.4 million marks. 
Thanks to the 'halance of trade in 1936 and 
other favourable circumstances the position .of 
the Bank of Finland is thus 'O'bviously .a strong 
one. 

The development .of foreign prices, for 
instance, has been quite s'atisfactory of late, 
seeing that the rise in prices has so far affected 
Finni,sh ;a·rticles of export more ,than the goods 
imported into this country. In November the 
export price index (£.ob) stood at 95 and the 
imp-ort price index (cif) ,at 93. A rising 
tendency of prices is now quite noticeable in 
wholesale trade at home, too. Since June the 
wholesale price index has risen 4 points to 
94 in November. The reaction felt in retail 
trade i,s still very slow. 
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and volume the foreign tl'ade figures for October 
and November, 1'936, halVe exceeded those of the 
year ,bef.ore. In October the surplus of exports, 
viz., 177.7 million marks was unusually large, 
hut in November imports, totalling 637.6 mil­
lion marks as compared to 526.5 millions in 
1935, were fairly heavy, and exp.o'l'ts, 'at 662.2 
mini.on marks, only exceeded them by 24.6 mil­
lion marks. For the wh.ole period January­
November, 19,3,6, there is, however, 'a ,surplus 
Qf exports .of 854.7 million marks aJS 'against 
7!i1.2 and 1,293.7 million's in 1935 and 19,34. 
During this period the v'alue of imports as 
well '8.S that ,of exports has risen 18 per cent, 
but ;a,s the barter terms Qf trade have developed 
in favour of this country, the increa'se in 
volume has been 13 per cent for imports and 
no more than 11 per cent for exports. 

The markets both for cellulose 'and paper are 
lively and the tendency of prices is firm. In 
regard ,to timber, interest centres ,arQund sales 
for shipment during 1937, :and it is -calculated 
that about 625,000 standards had 'been disposed 
of ,by the end .of December, which is double the 
amount Qf the parcels 'sold 'at the s'ame date ,a 
year 'ago for ,shipment during 1936. Timber 
p'l'ices ,are 09.1so firm.

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CERTAIN PARTICULARS ABOUT FINLAND. 

1. FORM OF GOVERNMENT. 
Finland formed a part of the kingdom of Sweden from 1154 

to 1809; from 1809 It was an autonomous Grand Duchy connected 
with Russia Up to December 6th, 1917, when Finland declared 
Its independence, which was acknowledged by all the Powers in­
cluding Soviet Russia. It became a republic in 1919. The legislative 
power of the country is vested in the Diet and the President. The 
highest exp.cutive power is held by the President chosen for a 
period of 6 years. The present President P. E. Svinhufr>utj is elected 
for the term March 1st, 1931, to March 1st, 1937. 

The Diet, composed of 200 members, is elected by universal 
suffrage. The proportions of the different parties In the Diet elected 
in 1936 are as follows:

THE AREA (excluding lake Laatokka) is 382,801 square kilo­

metres = 147,761 square mnes (Great Britain's area is 89,047 sq. m. 
and Italy's area 117,982 sq. m.). Of the total area 9.0 % are inland 
waters .. On an average 11.8 % of the land in the south of Fin­
land is cultlvated, 1.1 % in the North, 6.6 % of the whole land. 
Of the land area 25.3 mID. ha (62.5 mill. acre's) or 73.6 % are 
covered by forests. 

THE AVERAGE TEMPERATURE in the coldest month Is 
in S. W. Finland - 50 to - 60 C., in Lappland -150 C. and during 
the warmest month + 150 and + 180 to + 140 C. resp. The average 
temperature In Helsinki (Helslngfors) is + 4. so (in Osio + 5.40, 
in Montreal + 5.40, in Moscow + 3. so). The ground Is covered 
by snow in the South for about 100 days, In Central Finland for 
150 to 180 days, 'in Lappland about 210 days. 

3. POPULATION. 
NUMBER OF INHABITANTS (1935): 3.s millions (of whom 

0.2 million emigrants). Sweden (1935) 6.2, Switzerland, (1935) 4.2, 
Denmark (1932) 3.6 and Norway (1933) 2.9 millions. 

,DENSITY OF POPULATION (1935): In South-Finland 18.6, 
in North-Finland 2.6 and in the whole country an average of 10.9 
inhabitants to the square kilometre. 

DISTRIBUTION (1935): 79.4 % of the population inhabit 
the country, 20.6 % the towns and urban districts. The largest 
towns are (1935): Helsinki (Helsingfors), the capital, 277,771 In­
habitants, Vlipuri (Wiborg) 72,755, Turku (Abo) 69,953, Tampere 
(Tammerfors) 59,832. 

OCCUPATION (1930): agriculture 59.6 %, industry and manual 
lAbour 16.S %, commerce 4.3 %, transport 3.8 %, other occupations 
15.D%. 

LANGUAGE (1930): Finnish speaking 89.4 %, Swedieh speaking 
10.1 %, others O.D %. 

RELIGION (1935): Lutheran 96.1 %, Greek-Orthodox 1.S % 
others 2. 1 %. 

EDUCATION (1930): Amongst persons over 15 years of age 
only 0.9 % are illiterate. There are three universities founded in 
1640, 1917 and 1920. 

INCREASE OF POPULATION (1935): Births 18.5 0/'0, 
deaths 12.0 0/.. (in France in 1933 15.8 0/'0, and in England in 
1933 12.3 0/.,), natural increase 6.5 '/00' 

4. TRADE AND COMMUNICATIONS. 
FOREST RESOURCES. The growing stock of the forest is 

1,620 million m' (57,214 million cubic feet). The merchantable timber 

(measuring 20 cm at breast height = 6 in. at a height of 18 ft.) 
amounts to 1,557 million trees. Of this number pine is represented 
by 60.7 %, spruce by 28.1 %, the conifers thus constituting 88.8 % 
or 1,383 million trees; leaf trees, mostly birch, 11.2 % or 174 million 
trees. The annual increment is 44.4 million m' (1,568 million cub.ft.). 
The annual fellings according to earlier calculations are 40 million 
m 3 (1.413 mlllion cub. ft.). In North Finland the increment Is much 
larger than the fellings, but in South Finland excess felling occurs 
locally. 

AGRICULTURE (1935): Cultivated land 2.2 million hectars, 
divided as follows: area under cultivation 0.3-10 hectars 33.4 %, 
10-50 ha 52.1 %, 50-100 ha 8.4 %, over 100 ha 6.1 %. Cnltiv­
tOoted land Is divided between the different kinds of crox>s as follows: 
50.5 % hay, 18.7 % oats, 9.6 % rye, 5.1 % barley, 3.3 % potatoes 
12.8 % other. The number of d.~iries in 1935 amounted to 593. 

OWNERSHIP OF LAND. The land area is distributed among 
different classes of owners approximately as follows: private 52.1 %, 
state 39.7 %, Joint Stock Companies 6.G %, communities 1.7 %. 

INDUSTRY (1935): Numbe" of industrial concerns 3,917, 
hands 174,310, gross value of products of industry 13,929 million 
marks. 

LENGHT OF RAILWAYS (1936): 5,757 km, of which 5,501 
km State raUways and 256 km private. The gauge is 1.324 m.' 

COMMERCIAL FLEET (1936): Steamships 533 (244,933 reg. 
tons net), motor vessels 158 (16,788 reg. tons net), sailing ships 163 
(46,887 reg. tons net). Total 854 (308,608 reg. tons net). 

5. FINANCE AND BANKING. 
CURRENCY. Since 1860 Finland has its own monetary system. 

From 1877 up to the Great War the currency maintained Its stable 
gold value and after the disturbances caused by the war Finland 
has again from January 1st, 1926, a gold standard. The unit of 
currency Is the mark (Finnish .markka> = 100 pennl!). According 
to the monetary law of December 21st, 1925, a gold coin of 100 

'marks' value shall contain 3 "/" grams of fine gold. Since Oc­
tober 12th, 1931, the redemption of bank notes In gold Is, however, 
suspended. 

STATE FINANCES. According to the balance sheet for 1935 
the State revenue was 4,559.3 million marks of which 3,482.2 million 
marks were current revenue, and State expenditure 4,633.4 
million marks, of which 2,872.7 million marks were current ex­
penditure. The principal sources of revenue were as follows: state 
property and undertakings (net) 302.3, direct taxes 575. B, indirect 
taxes 1,880.0, stamp duty 173.9, charges 96.1, Interest and 
dividends 235.4 and capital revenue 1,077.1. The value of State 
property in 1922 is estimated at 11,150.6 million marks. For Public 
Debt see table 19 in this issue. 

MUNICIpAL FINANCES. According to the Bugdet for 1936 
expenditure amounted to 1,444.9 million marks. Income from tax­
ation was calculated at 501.. million marks, taxed Income at 5,806.0 
million marks. The municipal income tax (non progressive) averaged 
8.6 % of the ratepayers' Income. 

THE BANK OF ISSUE. The Bank of Finland, (founded, in 
1811) is a State Bank. Its head-office is in Helsinki (Helsingfors) 
with branches in Turku (Abo), Pori (BjOrneborg), Vaasa (Vasa), 
Oulu (Ulel\borg), Kuopio, Joensuu, Sortavala, Vlipuri (Wiborg), 
Miklrell (S:t Michel), Tampere (Tammerfors), Hlimeenlinna (Tavaste­
hus), Jyvii.skyli and Kotka. 

THE JOINT STOCK BANKS (1936): Number 9, possess 471 
offices, where all kinds of banking business is transacted. Including, 
an banks, there is one banking eStablishment per 7,200 inhabitants. 

The largest banks are: Kansallis-Osake- Pankki, Ab. Nordiska 
Forenin.,asbanken and Helsingfors Aktiebank, all with head offices 
in the capital. 

OTHER BANKS (1935): Mortgage banks 6, Savings banks 
482, Co-operative Credit Societies 1,299 and a Central Bank for the 
latter. 
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THE BANK OF FINLAND 
CHARACTERISTICS AND AIMS OF ITS ACTIVITIES 

ADDRESS DELIVERED ON THE OCCASION OF THE BANK'S 125TH ANNIVERSARY

GOVERNOR OF THE BANK OF FINLAND 

Mr President, 
Your Excellencies, 
Ladies and Gentlemen, 

I have no intention on the present occasion 
of going into details .of the varying fortunes 
of the Bank of Finland that have, particularly 
during the last few decades, clearly reflected 
the development of the whole economic life of 
this country. Nevertheless, I should like ,to refer 
to ,a few characteristic features that are ·of 
special prominence in the history of the 'bank 
and differ to oa considerable extent from the 
points that characterise most ·other central hanks. 

In former legislation with regard to central 
. banms' the object was in general to make ,the 

central banks ,lIB independent 'and free from 
political influence as possible in order thoat 
they should be 8!ble to fulfil their important 
task on a purely practical basis. The Bank of 
Finloand, however, ha,s m.oved in alm-ost exactly 
the opposite direction. It is true that in our 
country, too, the principle of the bank's 
independence has ,been achieved as foar as the 
relations .of the Government to the hank are 
concerned. The right of decision that the 
Government formerly exercised in regard to the 
bank, and -that actually extended so far as 
individual questions of granting ,credit, has 
practically been transferred by degrees either 
to the .supervisors of the hank or to its hoard 
of management. In regard to the Government, 
therefore, the hank has developed 'into an 

institution entirely [ndependent of it. On the I 
contrary, the right of decision regarding the 

bank has heencen tred directly in the political 
focus, the Diet, which exercises its prerogatives 
through elected supervi.sors .of the hank. The 
Bank ,of Finland ,is the bank o()f the Diet and 
in matterB concerning the hank even the right 
of 'submitting .a moti-on in the Diet ,is reserved 
for its own organs. 

In pr,actice this central bank system which 
has developed both in the Bank .of Sweden and 
the Bank of Finland, hut 'l;S not adopted 
anywhere elBa in the world, ha·s proved more 
stahle and better adapted to its purpose than 
all the complicated and ingenious systems in 
other countries, where anxiety -has lbeen shown 
to exclude political influence entirely from 
matter.s concerning the central bank. As regards 
Finland at .any rate -it can be Baid that the 
Diet has, in oa waY,come inside the walls of 
the bank and has been ,ahle, by means of its 
representatives, to watch the preparati-on .of 
important matters and participate in ,their 
discussi'on. As a result questio()ns affecting the 
bank 'and monetary ,conditions in general have 
not heen exposed in the Diet to such vehement 
and unpractical political debate as has often 
been the case elsewhere, but have heen dealt 
with and decided objectively and -dispas'sionately. 
It is greatly to the credit of the Diet that, on 
entering the doors of ,the bank, its representatives 
have gener'ally ceased to be party politicians 
and to champion any popular tendencies of the 
moment in monetary policy or in other questions 
regarding the bank, but have, on the contrary. 
dealt w,ith them in an extra-ordinarily pr'actical 
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and objective manner. During the whoJ.e time 
in which we have enjoyed national representation 
the most prominent men of our country have 
been among the supervisors of the Ibank: as an 
instance I can mention the three Presidents 
of the Republic we have had so fur. One 
circumstance that has ·certainly contributed in 
an ·appreciable ·degree w the success of this 
unique system, lies in the fact that the Bank 
of Finland has had a model in the Bank of

quarters and to form a much clearer idea of' 
the position and of tr·ade conditions than would 
have been po.ssible for a purely ·banker's' Ibank.. 
In performing its own tasks the bank ha,s itself' 
been able to derive great benefit from ,such a 
state of affairs 'and has, no doubt, by this means 
been able to support and encour·age trade more· 
effectively than would otherwise have been th~-
case. 

Sweden and has been able to base itself on its In its foreign bus.iness, too, the bank has gone­
nearly three centuries~old traditions and profit I further than is usual for most central banks. 
by its valuable experience. In some respects, 
especially during the last few decades, these two 
banks have developed in different directions, 
but by the very fact that they are both banks 
of the Diet, subject w the Diet's actual right 
of decision through its elected representatives, 
they still continue on the same foundation. 

Another spec1al trait in the deveJ.opment of 
the Bank of ,Finland consists in the circumstance 
that the bank has ,alw.ays acted as a direct 
granter of credit 'both in the money market 
and in the capital market. According to the 
view generally held formerly it was the duty 
of a central bank w be a ibankers' bank exclu­
sively that should not come into direct contact 
with borrowers, when gr·anting credit, but should 
only 'appear in the credit market indirectly, by 
re-discounting bills. The Bank of Finland, on 
the other hand, has consistently adopted a 

different policy and \has, in addition to ,its I 
re-discounts, endeavoured to maintain direct 

contact with the business world. The bank has I 
clients, f.or ,instance, with whom it has transoacted 

regular business for many decades. The oldest I 

of the bank's clients ,in Finland is the firm I 
of Hackman & 00. in Viipuri that has had 
an uninterrupted connection with the bank at I 
·any Mte since 1842, i.e., for very nearly 100 
year,s. Thanks w such constant contact with 
different branches of trade the hank has been 
in a position to watch the efforts and the 
pI'ogress of the business world, ,but also its 
difficulties and adveI'Sities at much closer 

It has not restricted itself to being a passive 
r·eserve for -adjusting the balance of payments,. 
but has ·alway,s adopted 'an active foreign 
exchange poliey and has carried on extensive. 
banking business in this sphere, wo, and has 
f.or this purpose maintained a close and lively 
business connection with Joint 'Stock 'banks. 
abroad, which has often proved of great benefit 
to the country, especially during times ,of diffi­
culty. As the earliest of the hank',s foreign 
correspondents have ceased -to do business in 
the course of time f.or v>arious reas-ons, the. 
present position is that the bank's ·oldest foreign 
correspondents .are Scandinavian banks, viz., 
PriVlatbanlren i Kj~benhavn since 1859 and 
Stockholms Enskilda Bank since 1864. Of these. 
the latter has, in particular, maintained ex-· 
ceedingly friendly contact and lively business 
relations with the Bank of J'inland thrQughout 
the whole of this time. 

The fact that thi,s form of the bank's business. 
that \has repeatedly gained the express ,approval 
of the Diet, on the last occasion in 1924, could 
be developed, is due to the Diet having devoted 
great care to increasing the funds of the bank 
constantly, as it has always considered it 
essential to make the position of the bank ,as, 
strong 8JS pos,sible, in order that the bank should 
represent a powerful sta!bilising factor in the. 
economy of the. country. The stipulations in 
the bank's regulations, too, 'are so elastic that 
they allow of far more varied business 'activities 
than ·is usual in the ca,se of a central bank .. 
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It is thanms to this circumstance -that the Bank 
of Finland has been 'able, without formal obsta'cles 
and amendments to its regulations, to join in 
the oollaboration in various forms that was 
started dter the war with a view to achieving 
greater .stability in the disturbed international 
monetary conditions and the possibil.ity of 
exchanging ideas and experiences. It gives me 
great pleasure to have this opportunity of 
saying -that, however intimate and friendly the 
relations of the Bank .of 'Fin1and have been 
with several other central banks of late, our 
relations have, nevertheless, developed most 
uncon.strainedly and naturally with the Scan­
dinavian central banks and the leading central 
bank of the sterling countries, the Bank of 
England. This should assuredly be ascribed n.ot 
only to -our possessing common interests, but 
also to our analogous problems and to our 
adopting a simi1ar attitude in -the main towards 
the requirements .of trade and ,the direction of 
its development. 

The forms for the organisation and business 
of the Bank of Finland that have thus ,been 
eyolved by degrees, differ to 'an 'appreciable 
extent from what is very generally considered 
most appropriate for a central bank. And -the 
stipulation included in the regulations that it 
is the duty of the bank to maintain stability 
an,d security in !Finland's monetary system and 
encourage .and facilitate the circu1ation of money 
in the oountry,also does n.ot, perhaps, fulfil 
the greater demands that both practical poli­
ticians and many theoreticians ,are .inclined to 
make at present of such 'an institution. But in 
.spi te of all this I venture to believe that this 
organisation and its manner of functioning 
that has been ,created by the oonditions and 
practical requirements of life, is, .on the whole, 
best suited to .our circumstances and constitutes 
a safe basis and foundation for the future 
~evelopment of the business of the Bank of 
Finland. 

A central bank fulfils its task most success­
fully, if it is able ,to maintain .stability In the 
'internal pur'chasing power of the currency and 
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if the rates .of foreign exchange remain stable 
'at the .same ,time. During the latter hl;tlf of 
the 19th century, which was a periQd of free 
and constantly gr.owing international trade and 
movement of capital, mO;St countries based ,their 
currency on gold. The most important duty .of 
the central bank was to keep the rates of foreign 

. exchange firm. .Subsequently, and- especi'ally in 
recent years, it h8JS begun to 'be required in 
addition,and even in the first place, that it 
should endeavour ,to maintain the stability of 
the internal purch8JSing P.ower of the currency. 
Which of these aims in the policy .of a centr-al 
bank ,should be Qon.sidered the m.ore important, 
in the event of their n.otbeing attaiD:able 
simultaneously, depends in each .individual case 
on -the eoonomic structure of the coun try 
concerned and the significance that interna-tional 
oommercial ,and financial Telati-oDJS possess fQr 
the country's -trade. Owing 'to favourable cir­
cumstances Finland's monetary p'olicy during 
the last few years has succeeded in m,aintaining 
the internal purchasing P.ower .of the mark 
almost unaltered, while at the same time its 
relation to the foreign currencies that are 'IIlost 
important to us has Temained stable. But the 
time may, perhaps, not be far distant, when 
we may be faced by the position that one of 
these aims will have to be sacrificed, .jf we are 
to -retain the other. What cour,se should then 
be steered will depend to a great extent on the 
conditions ruliug at -the ·critical moment and on 
the -general ttrend of cyclical conditiQns. At 
present it is scarcely p'ossible to indioate any 
definite line. The state ·of the exchanges 
thr.oughout the W.orld is still far frQm ,being 
settled and fresh ,changes in the value 'Of the 
currency with oonsequent upsets may :s-till he 
expected. Our nati.onal economy is dependent, 
perhaps mor'e than that of any other -country, 
on foreign trade and especially on trade with 
.only a few countries. On the ,basis of .our rates 
.of exchange a fairly satisfactory stalt,e of 
equmbrium has been esta'hlished in Finland. 
In Isuch circumstances it W.ould 'take very 
weighty reasons to induce us to ,aib-andon our 
efforts to maintain the relati.on to the currencies 
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of {lther !¥terling countries as unchanged as 
possible for the present and to g.o our own way. 
All the more so, as it may, -apparently, be 
assumed tha.t the leading oountry in the sterling 
bloc ,is likely to oonduct its economy and foreign 
exchange policy in 'a satisfactory manner, as -i,t 
has done hitherto. Besides, changes in our 
internal level of prices can be influenced by 
other means, pos-sibly more suitable -and less 
risky, than altering the rates of exchange. 

But when -are we likely to a.ttain a more 
permanent position of the f{lreign exchanges 
that will not give l·ise to -a const'ant apprehension 
of disturbance, -and what will the new monetary 
system be like~ At the present moment, when 
an inflationary monetary p.olicyis still being 
pursued in some countries, when costs of 
production and prices are not yet balanced in 
many quarter,s, when the public finances are 
in many oases not in order and it may even 
happen that the deprecia.tion of the currency 
is used purely as -a weapon in ('ommercial policy, 
when a multitude of obsta-cles and restrictions 
still obstruct the free movement of commodities 
and capital, and when cyclical development is 
affected to an ,appreci'able extent -by artificial 
factors, as, f{lr instance, ever greater activity 
in the armaments and munitions industries, 
there does not seem to 'be 'any 'safe ba:ais fm 
such an internatioOnal settlement -of the foreign 
exchanges. NoOr has '!lny unani.mous opinion 
been -formed yet as -to what the future monetary 
system ,is to [be. Some vague outlines, however, 
seem gradually to be taking shape. It [sooms 
pr{lbable, for instance, that the gold standard 
is not likely to be reintroduced in its former 
rigid foOrm. But it seems equally probable that 
gold will. never,theless, occupy -an important 
position in the monetary system asa means 
of balancing internati,onal balances of p'ayments 
and very likely, too, as a standard of value, [n 
which o!lise the maintenance of its stable v.alue 
will be one .of the most important common t'asks 
of the central banks. The oonsciousness of the 
value of gold hllJS for centuries been ,so deeply I 
ingrained in people and gold is in any case, 
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III spite of its defects, a method -of payment 
of such -convenience and intrinsic value that it -
is scarcely likely to be dethroned within a 
period we oan v-isualise. Very great ma·rerial 
interests, -too, are connected with gold and the 
preserVlation of its value, for the leading 
cQun tries -of the world possess enormous 
quantities of gold and have great interests at 
stake in their goldmines. G.old ooinage, however, 
is scarcely likely to be put into circulation 
again. It is also possible .that the value of the 
currency will no longer be placed .In an 
absolutely fixed relation to gold, 'but that the 
prov.isional stipulation recently adopted ,in ,some 
of -the former g-old countries, according 'to 
which the gold value of the currency is fixed 
within comparatively wide limits, will be 
adopted elsewhere and perhap's even become 
permanent. It -also sooms pr{lbable that the 
employment of gold in international payments 
will not be left in the hands of p1"livate 
individuals or in,stitutions as heretofore, but 
that the transfer -of gold from one oountry to 
another will only be carried out by the central 
bankis, presumably in the form of gold clearing, 
so that these banks will have 'a supply of g{lld 
in 'some fixed place and the .transfer will be 
made by 'bookkeeping methods to the acoount 
of another cen tral bank wi thou tits being 
necessary for gold to be carried backw-ards and 
forwards over land 'and sea. The central 'banks 
will certainly have to fulfil an important duty 
in neutralising -the movements of international 
short-term fund,s, so -that these Ishould not be 
able to exercise -an adverse ,influence on national 
money -and capital markets as has occurred so 
frequently lin recent years. 

But ,in whatever direction the development 
pr.oceeds and wha-tever the final result may ,be, 
such a small country as ours can hardly do 
otherwise 'than watch developments in the 
leading countries and prep.are lin every way -to 
adhere to ,such an international monetary system 
as will best further its interests and correspond 
to its requirements, when the time comes. 
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THE FINNISH STATE BUDGET FOR 1937. 

The Diet ha.s n.owconcluded the debate on 
the Government"s Budget Estimates fQr 1937 
and the Budget ha's 'been given its final form. 
S.ome changes hav'e been made in the estimates 
b~ the Diet. In the first place it has estimated 
some oOf the revenue .higher than the Government 
figures ·and has emploOyed the increa,sed revenue 
for raising 'some of the items of eX'penditure. 

As in previous years, we repr.oduCe the main 
features of the State Budget divided into main 
headings, chaptel'S -and sections. If ,we compare 
the final figures with the Budget .for 1936, 
passed 'a year -ago, we O'btain the following 
t&ble:-

It will be seen fr.Qm the oabove that the ,total 
revenue of the State is estimated -a:t 842.2 mil­
lion marks more than for this yea:r, while the 
total expenditure shows ·a rise .of 842.3 millions. 
The greater part .of this incre~se is, however, 
due to the fact tha:t 625.0 millioOn marks oOf 
State a.ssets, viz., loans formerly gr·anted for 
y·arious purposes have been tl'ansferred to the 
Budget Equalisation Fund and oare 'included in 
the Budget both ,in the capital revenue and the 
capital expenditure. If this considel'able item is 
excluded the 'actual increase .of ihe total revenue 
amounts to 217.2 million marks and the increa-se 
of the total expenditure to 217.3 millions, both 
equalling 5.7 per cent. The current revenue of the 
State is estimated -~t 379.7 million marks more 
than for 1936. The increase, oamoOuniing to -about 
11 per cent, is exclusively due to ·the fact ihat, 

in view .of livelier economic activity, 'a il'arger 
yield is expected fr10m the income and property 
tax, Customs duties, the State f.orests, the State 
railways etc. At the Slame time no new tlaxes 
have been imposed nor have any existing taxes 
been rll!ised toO any extent woOrth mentioning. 
If the tr'ansfer to the Budget Equalisation Fund 
is not taken into account there is a reducti.on 
in the capital revenue which is due to 300.0 
mil1ion marks having been included in the 
Budget for the current year f.or loans for re­

demption purposes, while in the Budget f.or 
1937 oOnly 150.0 millions are included for this 
purpose. 

In regard to the current expenditure the 
estimated increase ·amounts to 192.2 m.illion 
marks .or 7 per cent. The increase is divided 
between several main heading.sand is par­
ticulill1ly s'triking in the ·case ·of expendi,ture 
.on defence, educati.on and val"lious public ex­
p'enditure. A reducti,on has been made in some 
items .of expenditure. The most important is 

the decrease in the service 'Of the Public Debt, 
a natural oonsequence of the 'appreoi1able con­
version undertaken .of late. 

Except for the tr,ansfer to the Budget Equali,s­
ation Fund the toOtal capital expenditure differs 
oomparatively little from the oorresponding 
amount in the Budget for 1936. There are some 
changes, however, in the items 'Of which it is 
oomposed. For instance, the grants for the relief 
.of unemployment are considerably reduced, 
while larger gr.ants have been made f.or all 
kinds of new .building,s etc. 'F.or regular and 
sinking fund payments of the Public Debt the 
new Budget includes 328.7 millioOn marks ,as 
against 365.0 millions in the 'previoOus Budget. 

The new State Budget pr.oVlides a slight 
'Surplus of revenue .of 3.2 milli'On marks in 
comparison with 3.3 millions in the previous 
Budget.

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ITEMS. 

The 125th anniversary of the Bank of Fin­
land. On December 1'2th the Bank of Finland 
celebrated its 125thannivenary. In the course 
of the day 'a large number of deputati.ons calJed 
on the Management of the Hank to convey 
their oongratulations. They represented the 
most important economic organisations in the 
country, the Joint Stook banks, industrial and 
·commercial concerns etc. The three'Scandinavian 
Banks .of Issue with which the Hank of iFinland 
has collaborated very 'cl.osely ,of late, ·and the Bank 
.of England also sent !representatives to convey 
their felicitations. In additi.on a great number 
of gifts, £lowers and telegrams were received. 

In the evening 'a <banquet ·was given, the 
guests including the President .of the Republic, 
the fQrmer Heads .of the State, the members 
of the Government, the Speaker 'and Deputy 
Speakers of the Diet, the Supervisors of the 
Bank, representatives of the Bank of England 
and of the Scandinavian Hanks of Issue, of 
Finnish science, econQmie circles etc. Besides, 
the entire staff of the head .office of ·the Bank 
·and the managers and discounting committees 
of the br-an ch .offices were present. .of the 
speeches mention sh.ould be made of the opening 
speech of Mr Tanner, chairman of the Super­
visors of the Bank, the address .of Mr Ryti, the 
Governor .of ·the Bank, who was prevented by 
illness from being present - its most important 
p·arts will be found in another part of this 
issue - ,and the speeches of Mr Ha7c7cila, the 
Speaker of the Diet, Mr Niu7c7canen, the Mi­
nister of Finance, Mr af Jochnic7c, the chairman 
of the .supervisors of the Bank of Sweden, who 
sPQke .on behalf .of the :£orei'gnguests, and Mr 
Paasi7civi, the ,Finni'sh Minister in ,Stockholm, 
who spoke on ,behalf of the represent'atives of 
business circles. 

Redemption of notes in gold. The Bank of 
Finland has, in accordance with a sta·tute of 
the 20th NQvember, been authQrised to continue 
toO set ·aside the stipulatiQns oontained III 

clause 1 .of par-agraph 8 of its regulations until 
the end .of 1937, or in other words the Bank 
is released frQm having to redeem its notes 
in gold. 

* 
Redemption and conversion of bond loans. 

The Government has decided to give notice of 
redemption of ,both the 5 1/2 per cent Liberty 
Loans issued in the home market in 19,18. Of 
the- fir.st Liberty Loan which is ,to be redeemed 
on July 1,st, 1937, there .are 173 million marks 
and 'of ,the second which is to be redeemed ,on 
the following October 1,st, 70 million marks 
outstanding. 

The Oity of Vaasa (Vasa) has decided, prin­
cipally for purposes of conversion, to issue ·a 
bond lo.an of 25 million marks for .a period of 
20 years at a r-ate IQf interest not exceeding 
5 per 'cent. 

* 
Rates of interest. Since the beginning of 

July, 1936, most of the .Joint ,Stock banks have 
paid .only 1 per ceni on ,sight a'ccounts. On 
December 2nd, 19.36, the joint delegation .of the 
financial institutions agreed upon 'a general 
lowering 'Of I'ates of interest fr-om the 'begin­
ning of 1937. On cheque ·accounts all the Joint 
Stock banms ·will therefore pay 1 per cent, the 
large iSavings banks and co-operative societies 
11/11. per cent and the :small .savings banks 
and co-.operative societies 11/2 per cent. The 
rate on depo·sit accounts has been lowered by 
1/11. per cent, so that it wi1l be 3 1/2, 3 3 /11. 'and 
4 per cent in ·the respective classes 'of the 
financial insti tutions from the beginning .of 
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1937. In reg.ard to credit rates ·the falling 
tendency has 'already made itself felt. 

* 
New branch of industry in Finland. A factory 

f.or producing artificial silk, .artificial wool and" 
cellophane will shortly be ,built in ,the parish 
of Jiiiiski in the v'al:ley of the Vuoksenby the 
reoontly formed comp-any Kuitu Oy. The con­
stituent meeting of the comp·any was held on 
November 4th, 1936, ·and the ·articles were 
confirmed on the following -day. The s-hare 
capital ,amounts to 40 million marks divided 
into shares 'of 1,000 marks each, but may be 
increa'sed to 120 millions, and the shares have 
been subscr.i,bed by the fu ture cus·tomers of 
the f-actory, -chiefly voaXiOU3 textile mil1s- 'in 
Finland. The esta1blishmen t of ·a r·aY'on faetory 
creates 'a new br.an-ch of industry in ·this country 
that will achieve a high ,stage of refinement of 
one of 'FinJ.and's !staple articles, oollulose. Manu­
facture in the new factory will proceed -accord­
ing to the so-oalled viscose method and the 
chemical raw materials required for manufac­
ture will be obtained from various mills in the 
neighbourhood.

Increase in share capitaL Tammerfors Linne­

och Jern-Manufa7ctur A7ctie-Bolag will, in ac­
cordanoo with a resolution adopted 'at a .special 
meeting held on December 8th, 1936, increaae 
its ·share oapital by two new issues of ,shares 
in such·a way that 1) the share capital of the 
company will. ,be rounded off from 136 million 
marks 'to 140 millioDlS by selling 2,000 ,shares 
at auction on the Btock Exch-a1llge, and 2) the 
share capital will thereupon be raised to 160 
million marks ,by issuing 10,000 'Shares at ,a 
price of 3,000 marks each, holder:s of seven 
shares .being entitled to subscribe f.or 1 new 
share. The Board of the company had pre­
vi,ously decided to extend the Ingerois wood­
pulp mill, belonging to the company, by build­
ing ,a mi11 for manufacturing neWlsprin-t.

Ab. Wiirtsilii Oy. has increa'Sed its 'Share 
capital from 45 to 54 million marks in con­
necti'On with its taking over 'a larger number 
of ,shares lin K-one ja Silta Oy.-Mraskin och 
Bro Ah., -in which ~-'\cb. Wiirtsilii Oy. now holds 
almost 'all the ,shares. The new issue was m.ade 
in such 'a way that holder.s 'Of, 2 ,shares in 
Kone ja Silta Oy.-Maskin och Bro Ab. were 
entitled to subscribe for 5 shares in Ab. Wiirtsilii 
Oy., the nominal v·alue of which is 300 marks, in 
addition to which 250 marks were paid in cash. 

Oy. Suomen Tri7cootehdas Ab. decided 'at 'a 
special meeting held on Deoomber 2-2nd, 1-936, 
to increase its .share capital froOm 27 to 40.5 
million mark,s by offering 135,000 Ishares fur 
subscription at their nominal v,alue of 100 
marks, 10 old ,shares entitling the holders to 
subscribe for 5 new shares.

Industry in 1935. The Central 'Stati'stical 
Office haB now completed >its comparison of 
Finnish industries for the year 1935. The 
most important figures are ogliven in the follQw­
ing table, which al,s'O ,shoW'S the developments 
that have taktln pla'ce recently. 

The figures indicate -that production con­
tinued to increase in 193'5. The number of 
industrial concerns incl"'ell!sed by 4.5 per cent, 
the number of W"orkpeople by 7.8 per cent, the 
gross v-alue of pr·oduction by 6.2 percent, hs 
refinement V'alue 'by 2.8 per cent, 'and the 
effective HP of generating motors by 13.5 per 
cent. In mO'st respects the level 'of activity 
exceeded the record -of 1928. 

All ,branches 'Of industry, except the timber 
industry, share in Last year'ls improOvement. The 
gross v·alue ·of pr.oduction in the mining in­
dustry was 122 per cent, ,in the finer :machine 
industry 44 per cent and in the leather and 
tanning industries 19 per cen t. The increase 
of 19 per cent in the effective HP of 'generating 
motors in the paper industry is alsoO worth 
noting.
