,THE MONEY MARKET. 
In the COUDse of December the money market I 

undel"Wen,t no ,!"Wooial changes. This circumstance I 
deserves ,mention ,and may be described .as-a very 
go.od result, 'as owi.ng to various reaSOlliS .greater ' 
demands were ,made of the market than usrual. 
For ~mporrts about 350 millioo marks were re­
quired above the normal requiremell'ts, ,in 

Customs du.trres appr.oximately 150 million marks 
were paid in excess of the normal figure and a,t 
the same time a large part .of the ilIlcome ,and 
property tax was paid to the State. In addition, 
forest w.ork started, OIWing to the early winter, 
some weeks earlier than in .ordinary years. In 
spite of large ,sums of money being wanted for 
all these IlU~poses, lthe money market showed no 
tightness worth mentioning. 

fl'he changes in the po,sitionoi the Joint Stock 
banks were small. Deposits fell off by 5.7 million 
maMs, but i't should !be noted that the drop would 
have been J,arger, had aJIlnual interest not been 
paid ,during the month. 'Credits decreased 
al,so by ,t4.3 milli.on marks. Tihe changes are, 
however, greater than is ~ndicated by this 
amount, for Oredits to home correspondents were 
reduced ,by 15,2.0 million marks, while, other 
credits increased, the bill portfrilio by 100.3 

millions. ! 
With reg,aI'd to the position of the Joint Stock 

banks towards other countries i.t will be found 
that their net indebtedness has again risen 
sIigfutIy. Foreign ba,lances decreased by 3.9.7 
million marks, whereas the foreign indebted­
ness was not· reduced 'by more than 3.3 

milliion marks. The net indelhtedness thus 
amounted to 19,3.6 million marks at the end of 
the year, ,as com;pared with 3'22.4 millions ,a year 
before and 718.0 millions two years earlier. 

The position of the Bank of Finland at the 
end ,of Decemlber shows severnl departures from 
its roormer balance sheets, whioOh is due 10 the 
fwct :that .it was ,drawn up ,in accordance with 
,the new regulations for the BaJIlk. The altera­
ti.ons which ;havearusen in this way are dealt 
with in an article in the present i.ssue oOf ,the­
Bulletin. Of the practical chan'ges which olOOur­
red in December the following may ibe men­
tioned. The Bank of F,inland'lS reserve of foreign 
currency ,was increased considerwb-ly, viz., by 
99.4 million marks, and therefore attained a 
fresh maximum of 1;4018.0 million marks, as 
compared with 793.9 mUHon marks a year be­
fore. Aot the same time the home crediots, too, 
showed .a .considerable increase of 115.0 million 
marros. The Larger p,art of ,this referred to bills 
directly discounted, while redisoounts were not 
increased by more than 14.3 millions to 2i5.9 

million marks. AdV1lllIHles on cash credit and 
especially loans on mortgage increased ,wppreci­
ably. On the other hand, deposi,ts, too, rose 
considerably. Dep.os,its on current account in­
creased ,by 1.26.1 million marks, seeing that the 
Gavernlment ,!lidded to its deposits by no less thm 
184.1 millions, making a total 'of 505.7 millions. 
while curren,t accounts with .others (particularh· 
the J.oint Stock banks) ,showed a falling off .of 

59.0 million marks. The notes in circulation, as 
usual jn December, rose by 56.2 million marks 
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and the note ·reserve droP'Poo.a Jittle. The re­
duction ,was l00.6mil1i-on marks, of which a 
smaJl 'P,al't is due to the altered regulations for 
the note cover. 

TRADE AND INDUiSITBiY. 

December .'llsusilly shows a con.sidera:ble,sul'\Plus 
of [m:pollts.· Tiros 'Was ·the case again in the 
present inSltance, hut the surplus was unexpect­
edly large, in £act, larger than ever bef<>re. 
While the V'alue of expo-r'ts amounted to 3126.6 
million marks las against 4flO.1 mill~OIlls in No­
vemiber of the same year, ,and 410.9 milli-ons in i 
DeceIllJber, 1924, the value of imports toialled : 
'more ,than double as much or !t96.7 miJlion i 
marks. ilrup,orts were thus considera.bly larger! 
tha.n during any of the former months and a 1' 

surpJus of ilDlPorts ·therefore resulted amounting ! 

to 370.1 milLion marks. This resu1t is mainly a I 
consequence of the Diet having decided to liaise I 

the ·Oustmns duties on certain goods from 'the 
beginning of 191216, .as was mentioned in our 
'Previous market report. Thus, 43.6 milli~n . kg 
of Bug,ar were imported as against ·5 to- 6 mIllIon 
kg ,under normal circumstaDlces; 24.5 million kg 
0.£ w.heaten ,flour ias agaJinst about 8 milli.on kg; 
and 4. 5milli,on kg of ,ooffee as againSlt about 
1.3 million kg during other' months. At ilie 
same time exports of most articl~s were consi-· 
dera-bly smaller than 'm 'previous .months and in 
a great measure ,sanaller than during December, i 
1J9214. The unusually early winter w,ith heavy 1 

ice cOlDd,itioo.s contributed to this state ofaf~irs, i 
navligation having heen ham'Pered ~ry much ' 
already in December. 

Under suc-h .c-onditions the iballlilllCe of tr,ade for 
the whole year was not as favouraible as had ooen 
expected. IThe result, in cOIDIParison with pre­
vious years, is given in ,the following figures:

IThe figures ,for 191215 are IPrelimiJn.ary ones .and 
are liwble to slight alteratioD', but neV'elltheless. 
give ,a Icorrect idea of the result !for the year .. 
]!"oreign ,trade in 1925 was much livelier than. 
in the preceding years and als'o larger than at 
a.Dy time !before the world war. Tihe nl;'t result 
is, indeed, :noi ,as ,good las .there was reason to 
expect, ibut at the same time the imported stooks 
of some ,goods are consideraibly greater than is 
usual lilt the end of the year. Itf the ;v.alue of 
impol'ts and exports is calculated in accordan'ce 
with prices for :L913, the result is rea.ched th'at 
-the V'Olume of ,im;ports amQlUuted to 105.8 as 
,a.ga1m:lt 99.3 in the preceding year. The volume 
o.f exports showed an even greater increase, or 
froon ':1;:1J2.7 in ,19124 to 1/213.8. On the other hand 
it 'Will be found that the ilIn!Port pr~ce index had 
risen cErom 1),58 'in 1'92:4 to 1,05'2, while the cor­
responding .figures for the export !price index 
were 1,090 and 1,1111, or in other wOllds that the 
moVement of 'Prices during 119,25 'Was unfavour­
llible for our foreign trade. If this had nQlt !heen 
the case, the halan~of /trade would haV'e closed 
with a 'considerably t1arger sUl'\Plus of exworts. 

In reward ,to the turnover of 'tr·ade in indiVii­
dual classes of g'oods, it is to ibe noted I1;hat 
seV'er.al of these show rec-ord figures. This is 
the case 'With sever-aI .of our mo.st iID(porta.nt 
articles -of export, such a;s .sawn timber, plYlwood. 
celIuJose, 'paper, fres!h meat and cheese. Butter 
exports, too, were larger than in any year since 
1906. 

10f the tim:ber Imarket t.here is nothing new to 
report. For delivery in Il92,68ibout 27:5,000 
standards ihad been sold iby the end of J'anuar~·. 
Prices were firm. 'The demand for !products of 
the pa,per industry, was, as before, satisfactory.

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CERTAIN PARTICULARS ABOUT FINLAND. 

1. FORM. OF GOVERNM.ENT. 

Finland formed a part of the kingdom of Sweden from 1154 
'to 1809; since 1809 it was an autonomous Grand Duchy connected 
with RUBBis. up to December 6th, 1917, when Finland declared its 
independence, which was acknowledged by all the Powers including 
Soviet Russia.. It became a republic in 1919. The Dlet together 
with the President possess the legisiJative power of the country. 
'The highest executive power is held by the President chosen for 
.a period of 6 years. The present President L. Er. Relander is 
elected for the term 1 March, 1925 to 1 March. 1931. 

The Diet, composed of 200 members, is elected by universal 
-suffrage. The proportions of the different parties in the Diet elected 
in 1924 are liS follows:

THE AVERAGE TEMPERATURE in the coldest month is 
in S. W. Finland - 5° to - 6° C., in Lappland -15° C. and during 
the warmest month + 150 and + 13° to + 14° C. resp. The average 
temperature in Helsinki is + 4.6° (in Oslo + 5.4°, in Montreal 
+ 5.4°, in Moscow + 3.60 ). The ground is covered by snow in 
the South during about 100 days, in Central Finland luring 150 
to IBa days, in Lappland about 210 days.

'!fOWNERSHIP OF LAND. The land area is dlstribnted among 
different classes of owners approximately as follows: private 52.1 %, 
State 39.7 %, Joint Stock companies 6.J %, communities 1.8 %. 

FOREST RESOURCES. The growing stock of the forest is 
1,620 million m8 (57, 213 million cubic feet). The marketable timber 
(measuring 20 om at breast height = 6 in. at a height of 18 ft.) 
amounts to 1,557 million trees. Of this number pine is represented 
by 61 %, spruce by 28 %. the conifers thus constituting 89 % or 
1,384 million trees, lea.ftrees, mostly birch, 11 % or l'l3 million 
trees. The annualincrement is 44. 5 million m8 (1,568 million enb. ft.). 
The annual working up according to earlier calculations is 40 million 
ma (1,413 million cub. ft.). In North Finland the increment is 
much larger than the working up, but in South Finland excess 
working up occurs locally.

The number of dairies in 1923 amounted to 510. 

INDUSTRY (1924): Number of indnstrial concerns 8,213, 
hands 189,887, gross value of products of indnstry 9,881 million 
marks. 

LENGTH OF RAILWAYS (1925): 4,758 km, of which 4,458 
km State railways and 300 km private. The gauge is 1.426 m.

5. FINANOE AND BANKING. 

CURRENCY. Since 1860 Finland has its own monetary 
system. From 1877 up to the Great War the currency maintained 
its stable gold value and after the disturbances caused by the war 
Finland has again from January 1st, 1926 a gold standard. The unit 
of currency is the mark (Finnish .markka.) = 100 pennies. The gold 
value of 100 marks is equal to $ 2.5185 = £ -.10/4'/.d. 

STATE FINANCES. According to the balance sheet for 1924 
the State revenue was 3,217.0 million marks of wihch 3,158.2 
million marks were ordinary revenue, and State exPenditure 3,149.5 
million marks, of which 2,530.3 million marks were ordinary expen­
diture. The principal sources of rvenue were as follows: State 
property and undertakings 1,071.9, direct taxes 486.8, indirect taxes 
1,212.2, miscellaneous taxes 161.4, charges 135.9, miscella.neous reve­
nue 148.7. The vaiue of state property in 1922 as estimated at 
11,150.6 million marks. For National Debt see table 15 in this iBBue. 

MUNICIPAL FINANCES. According to the Budget for 1925 
exPenditure amounted to 868.4 million marks. Income from taxation 
was 304.0 million marks, taxed income 4,097.3 million marks. The 
communal income tax (not progressive) averaged 7.7 % of the 
ratepayers' income. 

THE BANK OF ISSUE. The Bank :of Finland, (founded 
in 1811) is a State Bank. Its head-office is in Helsinki (Heisingfors) 
with branches in Turku (4.bo), Pori (Bj6meborg), Vaasa (Vasa), 
Oulu (IDell.borg), Kuopio, Joensuu, Sortavala, Viipuri (Viborg), 
Mikkeli (S:t Michel), Tampere (Tammerfors), Hiimeenlinna (Tavaste­
hus), Jyvaskylfi. and Kotlm. 

THE JOINT STOCK BANKS (1924): Number 19, possess 
433 branch offices, where all kinds of banking business is transacted. 
Including all banks, there is one banking establishment per 7,500 
inhabitants. . 

The largest banks are: Ab. NordiskaF6reningsbanken,Kansams­
Osake-Pankki, Helsingfora Aktiebank and Ab. Unionbanken, all 
with head offices in the capital. 

OTHER BANKS (1924): Mortage banks 6, Savings banks 464. 
Co-operative Credit Societies 1,060 and a Central Bank for t.he lat.ter. 
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ECONOMIC QUESnONS BEFORE THE DIET IN 1925.

SECRETARY TO THE DIET. 

I!I1 r6\'iewl;ng t.he mo.st iIIIIPortant economic 
questions dealt with hy the Diet' during 19·25 
three events, which stand out aJbove all others 
in significance and effect, call' for remark pri­
marily. .These three events ·are the passing of 
the law -rela:ting to the re-nntroduction of the 
gold standard and the consequent alterations in 
the regulati!lllls for the Bank of li'iinland; the 
State Budget ~l'oposals fur 192;60 with the 
aocOIIllPanying new tax.ation laws; and the law 
relating to railway construction during 19,2,6-30. 

RES'J.10ThATION OF THE GOLD 
STANDARD. 

Legislation connected with this question has 
already been referred to in an earlier issue of 
this Bulletin (see No. 112, 1912'5). In order to 
realise this important reform it has been nece'!­
sary, among other measures, to take certain steps 
to strengthen the position of the Bank. TihUR, 
the Diet passed the law for the redemption of 
the bonds held by the Bank of Finland l'aid 
before it by the Government. Aooording to this 
law, the Government 6 % bonds in the posses'~ion 
o.f the Bank to the value of 338,654,000 marks 
which had, in accordance with a decision p·assed 
by the Diet, been made over to the Bank: of Fin­
land in 191-9 for the purpose of Eltreng'thening 
its :position, are to be redeemed in foreign cur­
rency before the end of 1928 in amounts and at 
dates to be fixed by the Gavernment. As it was 
noOt ,considered feasible, to raise the means for 
the redemption of the bonds by taxation, the 
Diet granted authority to the Government at 
the same. time to raise before the end of 1928 
one cr more bond loans in foreign currency for 

the purpose to a nom.inal amount not exceeding 
the sum mentioned. This measure will not in­
crease Go'V'ernmell't indebtednes's; it will merely 
result in the trall'srlier of an amount .of intern!ll 
indehtedness corresp:onding to the redemp,tion 
value of the bond,s to indebtedness in foreign 
currency. 

SOME 'TlAXATION LAWiS. 

An account of the Budget for 19i26 as passed 
by the Diet, will be· found in the issue No.. 12, 
1925, of this Bulletin. ,certai,n pro:posals for 
taxation· laws connected with the Budget may, 
however, 'be referred ,to here. As regards Oustoms 
taxation there is as yet no permanent law in 
Fin1allld, ,although prepal'1art.ory work in·this res­
pect ha's been carried on fol' ,several years. For 
this reason Customs tariffs haV'6 hitherto been 
passed by the Diet for a year ,at a time. In the 
present instance, too, the Diet passed a law for 
the collection of Customs duties during 1926 
(see No. 12, 1'9:215). At the same time the Diet 
reques·ted the Government to have proposals for 
a [permanent 'Customs tariff prepared and sub­
mitted to the Diet in 19.2<6. The bill for exci.,e 
on matches has likewise been passed for a yegr 
at a time: According to the bill for an excise 
on matches during 1926 passed by the Diet, the 
hasis of taxarti.on is defined in such a mamner 
thaot a duty of t % panni is to be imposed on 
each successive unit ·of 10 -martches ina packet, 
whereas hitherto the duty has been 10 penni on 
a pa.cket containing ·a maximum o,f 70 matches. 

To make the Budget balance the 'Government 
had prOoposed various new taxes, of which a 
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- number received the ap·proval of the Diet, while 
others were defeated. Of the new taxes the fiI'St 
desel"V'ing mention is the tax on sweetstuffs. 
Aocording to the law passed by the Diet the 
articles liable to taxatio~ are sweets, confectio.- ' 
nery, lozenges, candies 0,£ hard consistency, 
marchipane and preparations thereof, chocolate, 
excapting chocolate manufactured for culinary 
PUl'\Poses, and other confectionery in which su­
gar, chocolate, cocoa, fruit, almonds, nuts or . 
fruit kernels form a chief ingredient. The tax, ! 

which amounts to '20 % of the taxation value, i 
is collected from the manufacturer in the caso I 
of sweetstuffs produeed in Finland, and from : 
the importer in the case of foreign goods. ! 

! 
On the other hand the Diet rejected the pro- i 

·}lOs·al ol the Government to raise the excise on I 
tobacco from the existing 30 % to 38 %. Simi­
lary. the Diet threw out a Government proposal I 
:!lor what was t.ermed "a tax 'On bacltelocrs" acco·rd- I 
ing to which the income and prOiPerty rbax pay­
a:ble by a childless man would ha,ve been subjeet I 
to an increase of lO % in the case of married I 
men and 20 % in the case of bachelors, wido'Wers 
or divorced men. 

To attain greater efficiency in collecting the 
income ,and property tax the Government la.id 
before the Diet a proposal for deducting a cer­
ta:inprecentage of interest and dividends at the 
sour,ca, the amounts thus w.ithheld beling deduct­
ed from the ~oome and property tax li8!bilities 
of the tax\payers concerned. The Diet wa:s of 
the OiPinion ·that this method was possible only 
in the case of div,idends and therefore approved 
·a law for the deduction of income and propedy 
tax on payments of dividends .. According to thilS 
law 8 % of the amount of dividend paid or 
,credited by joint stock companies is to be retain­
ed by the payer towards the il·a'Y'ment of t'p.e 
income and lProperty tax of .the stockholder, 
wthich amount the latter is entitled to deduct 
from his income and lProperty tax for the year 
in which the deduction hall been made. IThis law 
supercedes the l8.IW of Decem'OOr 30th, 1-92:1, 
relating to interest and dividend tax for foreign­
ers'in res:pect of incon1e from dividends. 

Reference should also be made to the law 
relating to the principles of assessment for 
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municipal Oustoms dues iluring 1926 and 1927. 
These payments do not fall :to the State, bwt to 
certain towns. The system, which dates from 
the seven.ooenth century, Rrovtides for supplement­
ary Culltoms dues for the bene.ilit .of municipali­
ties and has been -looked upon as :providing fl 

return for certain administrative duties, the co;st 
'Of which should logically be borne by the State 
.and is actually 'so borne in ruml d'1stricts, such 
duties comprising the u:pkeep of the judiciary, 
distr·aint work, tax collecting and the mamten­
ance .of Cus'tom Houses and bonded warehous­
es. The ,abolition of these dues h!l!s been 
discussed for years. ;Sut as the question of 
transferring to the ,state ,such institutions for 
which. the right to levy dues !Was granted, or o£ 
providing corresponding remuneration to the 
towns ,in some other form, has not yet been 
settled, the law .passed by the Diet decrees thD.t 
the princiJple of assessment duri~g 192'6 and 
19217 shall be, as hitherto determined by statute, 
at a fixed percentage of the Cu-stoms duties on 
goods liable to such dues. The law prolVides 
that detailred particulars of the amount of these 
dues shall be illSued in additional statutes 
(according to statute No. 375 of December 2'9.th, 
:1;92;5, the maximum amount was 21 % of the 
correspondimg Oustoms duty). 

,A-s the statutes governing the lapsing of taxes 
a:nd fees have partly ,proved unsatisfactory, 
,partly unsuited to the pupose they 'Were intended 
to serve, the Diet passed ,a law re1!1!ting to the 
lapsing of taxes and fees. According to this 
law, :w,hi<lh 'aPlPHes to taxes and other public fees 
impo·sedon IbehaJ.f of the ,State land ,municip-al or 
eoclesia-stical l1uthorities, the statutory period 
-during which such payments may be collected 
is £ive ;years from the beginning of the yeal" 
.following th!l!t in which the ;tax ;or Lfee feU due 
for .payment. 

OONSTRUOTION OF NEW R.AILWAYS. 

UIP to the ,pre;;ent decisions relating to the 
oontstruotion of new railways have been made 
annually in connection with the Budget, without 
any relation whatever to a really consistent plan 
for future development. The first ,plan to cover 
a period of five years was sucoos,sfully carried 
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through the present Diet, as irt; was embodied in 
the law passed by the Diet relating to certai·n 
railway construction during the years 1926-30. 
1'he 1a!w not OIIlly defines .what railways are to . 
be built during the ensuing period of five years, 11 

but also the times at which construction work 
on the various railways is to ibe begun. On the I 
other hand the law contains no stipulation as ; 
to the aanOUIlJt to be granJted annually for railway 11 

construction; rthe Diet is to fix the amount each 
year in the Budget, after which. it will be ap- .\ 
portioned, within the stipulations of the law, 
1l!mong the different railways by the Government. 1 

F()r 1926 the Diet granted an amount of 100 : 
milliOlIl marks. Aooording to the law ·the fOl-

I
·: 

lowing railways at present under construction 
.are to be completed within ·the period of five 
years: in ·1!9216 - the IisaJmi-Yliv·ieska railway 
(already OIPen to traffi<l) Cif a length of 1,54 
kilometres; the Uuras (TrAngsund) railway, 
13.5 km; rthe ,suojiirvi railWlay extens.ion, 1:9 Imn; 
and the Kontiomiiki-Sotka!p.o (31 km) ·8JD.d the 
Kontiomiiki-lK.i.ehimii (15 km) sections of the 
Oulu_¥aala-Nurmes railway; in 1927 - the 
Karunki-lTengeliOnjoki railway, 43 lmn. From 
1926 onward work on the Oulu-N urmes railway 
is to be continued simultaneously on the section 
Oulu-Vaala-Kiehimii (147km.) and the section 
Sotkamo-N urmes (88 km). The following new 
railways are pro:vided for by the law: the Vii­
pUl"!i-Paakkola-Polliikkiilli. (49 km) and the 
Joensuu--OutokumlIlU railway (50 km), work on 
both of which is to be begun in 1926 and comp­
leted in 19"28; the Ro.vaniemi-Kemijiirvi rail­
way (85 km), work on which is to be begun in 
1:927; the Lahti-Heinola railway (35.6 km) to 
he begun in 191218 and the Liiskelii.-Pitkiiranta 
(40 km) and the Pori-Haapamiiki (19-3· km) 
railways, the two latter to be begun in 1929. 
The completion of the last four railways falls 
wi thin the next con.struction period. 

ADDITIONS TO 'THE BUDGET ·FOR 192:5. 

In addition to the 1926 Budget the Diet was 
called u,pon to deal with Government proposals 
for additions to the 1005 Budget. It has become 
customary to .combine at the end of the year 
all small additions to the Budget which have 
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proved necessary in the course of the year, in.l;.) 
one bill for a so-called sUJPlplemelIl.tary Budget. 
This slllPplementary Budget for 19,25 contained 
increases on railway expenditure amounting· to 

27.05l1,,!)'50 marks and 'OIII. extraordinary expendi­
ture to the amount of 143,491,135 marks 81 

rpenni. The most considerable items among these 
increases were: redeIIllPtion of the 1918 Railway 
Loan 99,413,600 marks; extensions of the State 
sulphuric acid and super:phoEijlhate works 14 mil­
lion mark,s; and a transport to the Export Credits 
fund of 10 million marks, to whi,ch we shall 
refer later. 

·Earlier j,n the year already the Diet hadwpprov­
ed ,of certain supplementary grants, including 
funds for the etablishment of an ether and nitro­
gen works tin connection W1ith .the Government 
gunp-owder facto.ry and for the pur,chase of the 
Free ,Hal-hour at Hanko (H8Jngo). 

FiOREIGN LOAN. 

As it had beoome essential to obtain foreign 
capital for some Government undertakings in­
tended to develop the productive cap8JCity o.f the 
country, ·the Diet g.ave its assent tin March, 
1925,to the rai9i.ng of one or more bond loans 
in foreign curreIllCY to the nominal equivalent 
-of 800 million marks before the end. of 1926, 
to be used chiefly for construction iWOrk on the 
new power station at Imatra, for colo.nization 
<lredits, working credits for small farmers and 
ihe general im.'provement 9f agricultural credit 
conditions. On the strength 'Of this,authority a 
bond loan o.f 10 million dollars was raised in 
March for rthe aPlP-ortionmelIl.t of which iiD. its 
use the reader is referred to the account given 
in Nos. 4 and t1 of the HIr215 issues of this 
Bulletin. 

EXPORT CREDITS SOHEME. 

In 1J924 the Diet had already granted a sum 
of 10 million marks for an ex\port credits scheme. 
As it proved later that industry and agricultural 
production both needed further support for de­
veloping exports, the Diet passed a law in 1925 

for the organisation of State export credits. 
Aooording to this law the Government or the 
Ministry concerned are authorised during 19"26-
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1929 to grant, where sales of Finnish industrial I' 

or ,agricultural products have been made abroad, 
GovernmeIllt .guarantees up to a maximum of 
7,5 % -of the selling 'Pil'Lce, but not f-or longer 
periods ,th'an six months and in every ease 
against sufficien.t .secul'lity. The tot'8l amount 
of such guarantees may at n-o time exceed 50 
million marks. With the same object of promot­
ing exports a special eXiport credits fund outside 
the Budget was estlliblished by a.llllW, the Diet 
transferring a sum of 10 million marks to this 
fund. 

AGREEMEN/TS WHIT FOREIGN POWEtaS. 

A nlllIDlber of agreements with other powers 
were ,swbmi,tJted to the Diet in 19!215 ,~d were 
alPiProved in each case. Thus the Diet approved 
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the following agreements: the Trade .Agreement 
between Finland and Spain; the Temporary 
Trade Agreememt !between Finland ·and the Unit­
ed States of Ameri9ll; the Tl"Iade and Ship-ping 
Agreement betmneen Finland and Japan; an 
agreement relating to reindeer in ·the border 
districts between Finland and Sweden; and the 
agreements siJgned at Berne in -19:24 relating to 
the carriage ·()if goods on railiwa'Ys and the carriage 
of iP'assengers and 'luggage on rlliilways. 

It has, of course, only been possible in the 
foregoing to refer to the main points in the 
most imp-ortant legislative matters of an economic 
nature decided by the Diet. In addition t:> 

-these, a number of secondary questions were 
dealt w.ith which lack of space compels us to 
leave 'without mention.

Among such changes as ,are oonclitioned by the 
hookke~ping . the increase in the gold reserve 
deserves mention in the first place. The gold 
reserve was 'hitherto booked in old gold marks, 
while the other items in the balance sheet were 
given in pwper marks. N.ow, of course,. all the 
amounts are given in gold marks in accordance 

with ,1Ihe monetary law of December 2'1, 19,215, I 
w'hire.h are identical in y.alue with paper marks,. 

but .of which 7.66 correspond to an old gold I 
mark. The su;pplementary covet· now only 
includes f.our items, illS silv,er coin, bond·s in 
foreign currency and Finnish State obligations 
rp.ay no longer ,be referred to it. 

The i'IlJcrease in the' cl@ital of the Bank is 
chiefly a result of the altered book y.alue of the 
gold reserove. In .addition, the reserved profits 
and last year's pr.ofits have heen transferred to 
the ca;pital. By these means the ca·pital ha,s risen 
from 100 million Imarks to ilie amount of 5(){) 
million marks laid down in the new regulations, 
while the reserve fund, excluding the !profits 
for 1925, has risen by 0.7 million marks. 

Of other changes in -the !balance sheet of the 
Bank of Finla,nd, the considerable ml;le in f.oreign 
currency is striking. Setting ,aside the for'eign 
credit of the Bank, wMch Woas booked at the 
end of H}24 at 244.8 million marks, but a year 
later at 2156.2 million marks, the reser've of 
foreign currency increased from 549.1 ·millions 
to 1,151.8 million ,marks, or by no less than 600.7 
milLions, which is equivalent to 1()9.7 %. 

The o,p.precia:ble strengthening of the position 
of the Bank of Finland, which occurred during 
the' !past year, ,is ,al,so apparent in other ways. 
A year IIlgO ,the Bank only held an insignificant 
amount illl. foreign bills, but at the end of 19125 
the value of these amounted to 101.6 million 
marks. 

Rediscounts iha'Ve droP'ped to an ins-ignificant 
figure, 25.9 million marks at the end of 192'5, 
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fr,om 158.1 millions a year earlier. At t,he end 
of :L9I23 the ,amount was even larger, viz., 444.1 
millions. On the other hand direct credits 
granted by the Bank have grown slightly in the 
course of 19215, namely, discounted bills by 16.; 
millions, loans on mortgage by 26.8 millions and 
advances on cash cr,edit by 16.5 milli.on marks .. 

.Attention is C£urther drawn to the fa.ct that 
.the :value of the Bank',s ,State .obligations has. 
gone ,down ap!precia,hly. This is due iIJartly to 
the Tr,easury redeeming a large Iportion of its 
obligations, and partly to the writing down of 
the booked 'Value of the obligations. 

Under the liabilities it should be no,ted, in 
addition to the increase in capital, that the Go·· 
vernmen t now has over 500 million marks on 
·current account, or approximately 350 million 
marks more than a year ag·o.

The total earnings .of the Bank ()f Finland 
were slightly less than for the preceding year 
owing principally to ·the fact that credits in the 
country were reduced by the dro'P in rediscounts 
an.d ,p-artly owing to the lowering of the bank 
rate. The earnings of interest on inland business 
fell .off frOUl 68.2 millions in 1924 to 43.0 mil­
:IiQn marks. The reducti()n of interest .on obliga­
tions as a result of the decrea,sed stock of obliga­
tions, tended in the same directi.on. On the other 
:nand a considerable increase in the earnings of 
-the Bank fr()m f<Jreign business may be noted, 
which is natural, as the reserve .of foreign cur­
.l·ency rose so much. The agio profits and earn­
ings in commissions, too, exceeded the amounts 
for the previous ye81' Ilippreciably.

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in the expense of printing notes the expenditure 
wa,s less than for the Y'ear before. Had no writ­
ing-off been !Wade, the net ,pr.ofits would there­
fore have been 1.01.5 million marks, but the 
writing-off undertaken altered the ,final result. 
In addition to a small ,amount written off for 
furniture acquired during the year, the value of 
the Bank's holding of bonds ,and shares was 
-written down ,by about 18.7 million !Warks. As 
in 'Previous years consider-able amounts were 
written off the value .of obligations. Their 
booked value was, dndeed, higher than their 
market price which, as a natural result of the 
high rates of interest, did n.ot constitute mQre 
than 70--80 % ()f the nominal value for State 
.papers bea;ring 5 to 6 %. The amounts written 
off under this head totalled 16.4 million marks 
over the amount which was realised on the profit 
side of ,the obligation account, while 2.3 million 
marks were written off the value of the shares 
,purchased by the Bank ,during the year in the 
plliper mill which manufactures the paper for 
the Bank's notes. As 'Was pointed .out in the 
report on ,the businees of the Bank for 1.924 

(see N:o 1, 1.9125), ,the Bank has immediately 
written off the total value of this kind of shares 
as >!l matter of 'principle . 

The net profits, as already menti()ned, 
amounted to 82.7 !Willion marks.

Climatic conditions. The wi'nter started 
l.I:Ilusually early, cold weather has' continued since 
the heginning .of November, whereas as a rule 
the i1irst cold sn~p js foHowed by rainy weather 
and the Wlinter 0Il11y s-tar.ts about OhriSltmas. 
8now fell toO ·an unusually heavy dogree. Owing 
to this, the !W.ork in the f.orests w,as beglliIl several 
weeks earlier than usual. The formation of ice 
,began early, t.oo, and progressed quickly owing 
to the conti.nued cold, so that the whole .of the 
Gulf .of F·inland and the Gulf O!f Bothniill 'are 
covered by .ice and it c.ontinues to form south­
wards in the Balti·c. Such an extensive forana­
;t.ion of ice is unusual even later in the winter 
and fQr the middle o.f January the conditions 
·are exceptional. When the sea got oovered with 
ice so uneXipectedly, a large number of steamers 
got frozen in; it was o;nly with ·diffioulty that 
·the icebreakers fr,omadjacent countries suc­
ceeded in making a '\V,ay for them .in to :port or 
clear water. Navig,a1Jion is confined to the winter 
ports and even there the icebre8!kers have had 
hea;yy work in keeping traffic open. The milder 
weather which set in wbout January .25th has 
improved shipping conditions consi,derably.
