THE MONEY MARKET.

At the end of the half-year the money market
was marked, on the whole, by the still continuing
general depression. Thus, the accumulation -of
capital in Finland was not satisfactory, the in-
crease in deposits in the finanecial institutions
during the first six months representing the
following small amounts in comparison with
previous years:

Nevertheless, there was some relaxation in
the banking position during June, all the more
remarkable for the reason that the seasonal
improvement usually sets in rather later in the
summer, but it was caused by negative factors
such as a decline in trade and a smaller demand
for credit. The general lowering of the rates of
interest (for further details see the May issue of
this Bulletin) carried out by the joint delegation
of the financial institutions and intended to
assist trade to adapt itself to the present con-
ditions, became an accomplished fact on July 1st.

Deposits in the Joint Stock banks increased
in June by 96.3 million marks. This increase,

which was, of course, made up for the greater

part by crediting the half-yearly interest, re-
ferred almost exclusively to actual savings

accounts which grew by 95.0 million marks com-

pared with 146.2 millions in June, 1930. At the
‘same time credits were reduced by 83.s million
marks to 9,036.5 millions at the end of June.
The volume of credit placed at the service of
trade and commerce by the Joint Stock banks is
at present about 1,000 millions less than two
years ago, when it reached its highest point,
10,046.9 million marks, in June. The easing
of the money market referred to above was, in
regard to the Joint Stock banks, apparent, e. g.,
in the reduced tension between deposits and
credits. At the end of June this amounted to
1,162.1 million marks as compared with 1,342.2
millions a month before and 1,502.2 millions at
the end of last year.

Most clearly the easier tendency is seen, how-
ever, in the position of the Joint Stock banks
towards other countries, which was affected
favourably by the satisfactory balance of trade.
The foreign indebtedness of the Finnish banks
fell off in June by 60.8 million marks to 308.2
millions, or lower than for many years; in 1930
the corresponding figure was 487.6 and in 1929
no less than 638.0 million marks. As the banks
also increased their foreign credit balances last
month, their position towards foreign countries
improved by 97.3 million marks and at the end
of June their net indebtedness was only 53.8
millions.

In the position of the Bank of Finland the
decreasing demand for credit was also felt. The
total credits of the Bank during June were

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reduced by 24.9 million marks. Re-discounted
bills remained practically unchanged at about
40 million marks, but direct credits had
dwindled to 782.¢ million marks by the end of
June, whereas the corresponding amount was
818.2 and 915.9 millions one year and two years
ago respectively. = As a natural consequence of
.this and of declining economic activity generally
the notes in circulation dropped last month by
24.7 million marks to 1,282.0 millions. The
supplementary cover therefore rose and caused
an increase in the total nate reserve of 25.2 mil-
lions, whereas there was a reduction. of 27.1
millions in June last year. But the proportion of
the cover was only increased slightly, from 68.17
per cent to 68.21 per cent, as a result of the
Bank of Finland’s reserve of foreign currency
falling off, as is usual at this time of year. It
amounted to 662.3 million marks in comparison
with 877.1 and 544.5 millions at the end of
June in 1930 and 1929.

The level of prices in Finland shows signs
of becoming more stable. The wholesale prics
index for June was 83 as against 86 at the end
of 1980; last year prices dropped still faster.
The cost of living index stands at 1,020 com-
pared with 1,083 last December, but 1,108 a
year ago. )

TRADE AND INDUSTRY.

The falling off in foreign trade continued
during last month, the value of imports, 804.0
million marks; being a minimum below which
it has not sunk in June during the last ten
years. Although the low level of prices — the
index for imported goods in June was 68 —
contributed very much to this result, such a
small quantity of goods has not been imported
ir June since 1925. Exports, which were of
normal extent in quantity, amounted to 497.¢
million marks last month, when consequently a
very satisfactory surplus of exports, amounting
to 193.¢ millions, could be recorded.

During the past six months, too, foreign trade
has moved in favour of this country. The main
feature of the balance of trade, a surplus of
exports amounting to 222.5 million marks, is
exceptional, seeing that the actual season for
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ezfports only begins in May and the balance of
trade is, as a rule, adverse during the first half
of the year. Last year the surplus of imports
was, indeed, no Iarger than 48.4 million marks,
but in 1929 and 1928 it amounted to 1,135.4 .
and 1,749.7 millions. For 1931, therefore, a
positive balance of trade can be predicted in all
probability, which is in turn decisive for a
favourable balance of payments. At the same
time, - however, the decrease in the .extent of
foreign trade is striking. During the first six
months of this year the value of imports dropped
83.8 per cent and . their volume 21.2 per cent
compared with the corresponding imports last
year. In the case of exports the corresponding
figures are 22.8 per cent and 7.9 per cent. As
regards quantity, exports have thus maintained
their position well, in volume they even ex-
ceeded the corresponding exports for 1929.

On the timber market a certain slackening off
in business was mnoticeable in June after the
somewhat brisker period that marked the be-
ginning of f.o.w. shipments. The half-yearly
sales amounted to about 380,000 stds. which,
although far below the 1980 figure of 610,000
stds., fully covers 50 per cent of this year’s
estimated export quantity. By the middle of July
sales had risen to about 400,000 stds. In this
connection it may be observed that, according
to an investigation made recently by the Finnish
Sawmill Owners’ Association, the curtailment
of production in the timber trade has been carried
on to an even greater extent than originally ex-
pected. At present negotiations are going on
between the sawmill owners with a view to
stabilising the market on the basis of inter-
national co-operation.

In the cellulose market the "agreement con-
cluded in the middle of July with regard to the
restriction of suphite pulp production, referred
to on page 31, is expected to ensure stability.

THE LABOUR MARKET.

The seasonal improvement omn the labour
market continues, but unemployment is, never-
theless, still greater than during the last few
years.

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"CERTAIN PARTICULARS ABOUT FINLAND

1. FORM OF GOVERNMENT.

Finland formed a part of the kingdom of Sweden from 1154
to 1809; after 1809 it was an antonomous Grand Duchy connected
with Russia up fo December 6th, 1917, when Finland declared its
independence, which was acknowledged by all the Powers including
Boviet Bussia. It became a republic In 1919, The legislative power
of the country is vested in the Diet and the President. The highest
executive power is held by the President chosen for a period of 6
years. The present Presldent P. E. Svinhufvudis elected for the
term 1 March, 1931, to 1 March, 1987,

The Diet, composed of 200 members, is elected by universal
suffrage. The proportions of the different parties in the Diet elected
in 1980 are as follows:

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THE FINNISH HIGHWAYS AND THEIR MAINTENANCE.

TRANSFER OF HIGHWAYS TO THE
GOVERNMENT.

. The law of October 11th, 1918, relating to the
building of roads in rural districts and their
maintenance was a thorough change from the
previéus legislation in respect of roads. As it
is now ten years since this law came into force
on January 1st, 1921, and the leading principles
on which it was based have been retained on the
whole in the later law of 1927, a short review
of the necessity and importance of this reform
.of the road laws, as also of its .effects, may
be of interest.

Prior to 1921, the burden of roadmaking, in-
cluding bridge-building and maintenance, rested.
chiefly on landowners on an assessment basis,
taxpaying owners of small holdings and certain
industrial enterprises. The State participated
in this burden only to a small extent, usually
only as regarded the share of State demesnes and
in exceptional cases by carrying out or assisting
in the building of large bridges and some ex-
pensive roads, chiefly in North Finland.

From 1921 onward this burden was gradually
transferred almost in its entirety to the State.
Since then the State has been responsible, at its
own expense, both for the building of all roads,
with the necessary bridges, ferries and other
accessories, and for their maintenance and care.
About 24,000 kilometrest) of highway thus
passed into the care of the State. A further 5,000
kilometres ), which had hitherto been main-
tained as highways, did not pass into the care of

the State, partly for the reason that the volume
of traffic on them did not justify their main-
tenance as highways, partly because . the con-
dition. of the roads, and especially of the bridges,
was 80 poor, that it was not considered possible to
proclaim them State highways, as roads, together
with bridges, etc., were required to be in good
condition on being taken over by the State.

SIGNIFICANCE OF THE HIGHWAY
REFORM.

When this reform of road conditions was
effected, the Finnish roads had reached a critical
period in their development that made it impos-
sible to continue along the lines followed prior
to 1921. In many places the transport of heavy
loads during the war had badly broken up the.
roads, particularly in the south, and the ever-
increasing mechanized, i.e., motor traffic
threatened to destroy them completely. The
maintenance work carried out in kind by the
landowners, where work was carried out at all,
was inadequate to keep the roads in sufficiently

"good condition. A complete collapse of the road

system seemed imminent. Thus the road reform
was urgently necessary.

Whether it was necessary for the reform to be
as extensive and of just the nature that the
Diet decided, in the 1918 session, that it had to
be, is a matter of opinion. Although estimates
of a kind were brought forward at the time
showing the probable cost to the State of its

new burden, warning voices were raised,

sven more, exact figures cannot be given of the total length.
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- especially in professional cjrcles, opposed to the
adoption of too large a measure of reform; in
these circles it was regarded as sufficient, if
the State were to take over the roads ‘of the
greatest importance, leaving the maintenance of
the rest on its former basis. The Diet, however,
decided otherwise.

Obviously, no estimates of the cost to the
State of the reorganisation of the highway

gystem, drawn up while the reform was being |

planned,'.could bope to be correct. Only ap-
proximate estimates of the cost of maintenance
work as done by those previously responsible for
such work, were possible. It had, indeed, been
calculated that this burden corresponded in 1894
to an estimated sum of 2,850,000 marks in the
currency of that time, or according to its gold
value, about 22 million marks in present cur-
rency. But it should be noted that the level of
prices. and wages has greatly risen since then,
that the actual value of the repair and mainten-
ance work done by the landowners’ own labourers
and servants was difficult to estimate with any
accuracy and further that the work in question
referred to roads, the only wear on which was
caused by light horse-traffic. It was also difficult
to judge at the time the law was passed, to what
dimensions motor traffic was soon to grow and
what demands it was to make on roads. State ex-
penditure in respect of the building and main-
tenance ,of roads is, indeed, now a considerable
item in the Budget, a much bigger item than
anyone suspected it would be, when the highway
reform was being planned.

The greatest significance of the reform, which’

relieved landowners of a trying burden, lies, how-
ever, in the fact that at the expense of the State
it has been poss.ible to maintain the relatively
weakly-built highways and bridges in a condition
satisfactory on the whole from the point of view
of the increasing motor traffie, and particularly
in the fact that new highway and bridge-build-
ing work is planned and carried out by an ex-
pert board, able to apply the latest achievements
of the rapidly developing technique of road-
building to them.
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PRESENT SYSTEM OF MAINTENANCE.

As regards maintenance work on highways,
the reform did not, at any rate at first, mean
as great an improvement as the transfer of such
work to the State might have led one to expect.
The reason for this was obviously that it was not
desired, nor would it, indeed, have been possible,
to transfer the work at once to the professional
authorities; for the most part the work was en-
trusted to the care of the administrative author-
ities. As, in addition, this maintenance work
was to be carried out by contractors, in small
jobs, which denoted only a small step forward
from the previous system of letting each land-
owner do his own share of maintenance work
direct, the new system did not lead to satis-
factory results in all cases. Now that thé con-
tract system- has latterly been gradually re-
linquished, at least in respect of small contracts,
and co-operation has been achieved between the
administrative and technical authorities by
training professional road-building master-work-
ers under the guidance of the Board of Roads
and Waterays, to assist the administrative
authorities, better results are being achieved in
maintenance work.

Such highways as carry an extra heavy burden
of traffic, and as have been directly trans-
ferred as regards maintenance to the professional
in satisfying the

authorities, have succeeded

ever-growing volume of motor traffic they are

DEVELOPMENT OF THE HIGHWAY
) SYSTEM.
During the ten-year period during which the
new highway legislation has been in force, the
network of highways has expanded greatly. New

_roads have been built and some of the former

highways have been put into such condition that
they could be accepted as highways maintainable
by State means.

It is difficult to state exatly, how many kilo-
metres of new highway or new stretches of high-
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way have been built during the ten-year period,
as building is not done on the basis of a definite
number of kilometres per year, but work may
be begun on very long stretches of highway,
which are finally completed during the course
of years or even after the lapse of a decade or
more. Thus, the Sodankyla—Inari—Meltaus
highway, about 101 kilometres in length, and
the highway between Ivalo and Petsamo, of 227
kilometres, both in Lapland, are still in course
of construction, though the work was begun in
1921. And of the other highways started before
the beginning of the present year, about a
thousand kilometres are still unfinished, the
greater part of these being in North Finland.
Farther south, road work has been confined
chiefly to repairs or improvements on existing
or former highways.

During the ten-year period new bridges for
the highways have also been built and old bridges
renewed, altogether to the number of over a
thousand. As part of this bridge construction
has been carried out in connection with road-
building and out of the grants used for defraying
the cost of new roads and repairs to existing
roads, bridge-building ecosts do mnot figure
separately in the budget estimates of the Board
of Roads and Waterways. Nevertheless, the total
cost of such work can be estimated at-about 100
million marks. Most of the ferries in the -country,
the total number of which is about 110, have
also been renewed during the past ten years.
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MAINTENANCE OF THE PRESENT
HIGHWAYS.
In 1930 altogether 26,062 kilometres of high-
way were under the care of the provincial

_Governors and the Sheriffs, i.e. the adminis-

trative authorities. In the same year 38,388.9
kilometres of highways carrying heavy traffic
were under the direct care of the Board of Roads
and Waterways, i. e., the professional authorities.
In addition, the towns and urban districts see to
the maintenance of the highways in their areas
which are not included in the town-plan and
cannot therefore be classed as streets. Such
highways, towards the maintenance of which the
towns and urban districts are in receipt of State
assistance, totalled 346.5 kilometres in length in
1930. Altogether, therefore, there were about
29,797.4 kilometres of highway to be kept in
good condition in 1930.

The maintenance of the highways, 26,062 kilo-
metres, under the care of the administrative
areas cost on an average about 3,800 marks per
kilometre during the year referred to, a relatively
low cost showing that these roads are not em-
ployed for specially heavy or lively traffic. The
roads under the direct care of the Board of
Roads and Waterways, as also those under the
care of the municipalities and urban distriets,
cost relatively more to maintain, owing to the
specially heavy and lively traffic, the average
cost working out at about 6,380 marks per kilo-
metre.

In addition to the highways there are about
twenty thousand kilometres of public roads in
the country, the maintenance of which is in the
hands- of rural communes or villages and to-
wards the building of which the State con-
tributes. These roads are not dealt with in this
article, but it may be mentioned that the State

- expended about 13 million marks in 1930 in

grants towards the building of such roads.

National Debt. At the end of the first half-
year of 1981 Finland’s total National Debt
amounted to 8,276.¢ million marks compared
with 8,067.1 millions at the end of last year
and 3,092.4 millions at the same date a year 2go.
The increase is caused by the reduction in State
revenue that is a consequence of the depression,
and refers principally to the short-term indebt-
edness. The funded foreign debt of the State
continues to decrease. Qalculated in dollars at
current rates of exchange, it amounted at the
end of June and December, 1930, and at the’
end of last month to 77.0, 76.3 and 75.4 million

dollars respectively.

Helsingfors Aktiebank. The new Helsingfors
Aktiebank, created by the latest amalgamation of
banks (see Bulletin No. 12, 1930, and No. 35,
1981), started business on July 1st. According
to its balance sheet for June 80th the new bank,
which is the third largest of the Finnish Joint
Stock banks, has a capital of 262.5 million marks
and a reserve fund of 92.75 millions, while the
balance sheet total amounts to 1,696.6 millions.
Its home deposits represented a total of 1,177.0
million marks and its total credits 1,441.1 mil-
lions. General Baron G. Mannerheim is the
Chairman of the Board of Administration of the
Helsingfors Aktiebank and Mr Alarik Nystén

Restriction of -sulphite cellulose production.
Last October the producers of sulphite pulp in
Europe resolved on a reduction of output of
15 per cent with a view to stabilising -prices.
As new sulphite mills have been added since
then and competition from Canada has made
itself very much felt, further limitations had
to be made in order to attain the objects of the
agreement. For this reason fresh negotiations
were started at the end of June between the
leading European sulphite pulp manufacturers,
which resulted in a joint decision to reduce the
normal production of sulphite cellulose by 30
per cent from July 1st, 1981, to June 30th, 1932,
and by 15 per cent for the remainder of 1932.
The countries that are parties to this agreement,
are Finland, Sweden, Norway, Germany, Memel,

Czechoslovakia and Austria.
*

Pulp mills completed. The work of building
Oy. Waldhof Ab.’s sulphite mill (see Bulletin
No. 11, 1928) in the vicinity of Kikisalmi (Kex-
holm) has now been completed. The works,
which are connected by railway with the port
of Kikisalmi, include a boiling house, 86 m.
long and 40 m. high, with 8 boiling pans of
340 cub. m. net contents, a bleaching plant with
4 Thorne bleaching towers and 4 Bellmer hol-
landers and a boiler-house with 5 Hanomag
boilers of 45 atm. pressure, the chimney being
100 m. high. The present productive capacity
is about 90,000 tons of sulphite pulp annually.

The new pulp mill of Oy. Toppila (see Bulletin
No. 12, 1929) near Oulu (Uledborg) is also ready
to start work. The works’ premises extend to

the harbour of -Oulu and there is a railway con-.

nection to the town harbour branch. Regarding
the works it can be stated that 2 boiling pans
of 225 cub.m. net volume have been installed
in the boiling house, and that the boiler-house
is equipped with 2 Yarrow boilers of 30 atm.
pressure. The annual production is calculated
to be about 25,000 tons of cellulose at present.

Both these mills are affected by the agreement
regarding output referred to above.
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Emigration. The number of emigrants from
Finland in 1980 was 3,964 and, seeing that the
annual figure since 1926 has been about 5—%6,000,
was unusually low, which should be ascribed
chiefly to the fact that immigration into Canada
has been forbidden since the latter part of the
summer of 1930, that country having attracted
Finnish emigrants most since immigration into
the United States became more difficult.

Weather conditions and erop prospeects. The
weather was rather chilly in June, the average
temperature being 2.3 degrees below normal, but
at the beginning of July warmer weather set in.
The southern and eastern parts of the country
have been in want of rain, whereas some parts
in the. North-East have had too great a rain-
fall. — The rye blossomed generally wunder
favourable conditions. The mowing of hay began
during the second week of July in the southern
parts and in northern, perhaps; a week later, the
dry weather having in most parts somewhat im-
paired the crop. The root-crops have suffered
from vermin. The berries seem to give a medium
harvest, but the fruit-crops will probably remain
a little below medium. — A general idea of the
