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lHE FINNISH MARKET REVIEW. 

THE MONEY MARKET. 
The liveliness in business activity which 

marked the y.ear now rapidly drawing to an end 
continued to influence the state of the money 
market ,in November. The demand for credit 
proved to be considerable, as is usual at this time 
of t~e year, when 'Winter w.ork starts in the 

. f·orests and importers hasten to replenish their 
stocks OOfore navigation is made more difficult 
owing to the ice conditions. At the same time 
deposits in the ,banks fell off to some extent, 
partly owing to certain fortwitous circumstances 
to whilch we refer later on, and rpartly owing to 
the bct that at this time of the year both the 
municipal and State taxes are collected in many 
parts o:f the country. By these means a sl.ight 
stringency made itself felt in the money market, 
a ciroumstance which appears to be charac­
teristic for this month. 

Dep·osits in the Joint Stock banks /Were 
reduced during November 'by 64.6 million marks 
or rather more than during the same month .in 
previous years. The falling off ,is, however,· 
chiefly a result of the Municipal Mortgage Bank 
hav,ing withdrawn its short-term deposits from 
the banks in November, ·too, in order to invest 
them in .credits on real estate, and of the fact 
that over 63 million marks were paid in for 
new .issues of shares in several Ibanks. On the 
other hand, credits increased more than usual by 
83.4 miiJ.};i.on marks as compared with only 19.3 
millions last year. The necessary fun·de were 

obtained by the ,banks either from their foreign 
accounts 'Or frOtID. their cash 'Which was excep­
tionally large at the end of October, or again in 
the case of a couple of banks Iby resorting to the 
assistance of the Bank of ·F,inland, redisoounts 
having grown 'by 10.1 'million marks. In spite of 
this the cash of the ,banks is still considerably 
higher than a y.ear ago and re-discounts, on the 
other hand, are less than at the same time last 
year. Although the difference between the 
credits and deposits of the banks ·was· increased. 
during November, the state of the money market 
must still lbe desc,r.ibed as an easy one. 

The position of the Joint Stock banks towards 
foreign countries was also influenced by the tend­
en.cy just referred to. The Banks withdrew 
nJose on 85 million marks of their foreign 
balances, while their indebtedness was .increased 
slightly at ·the same time. In this way the net 
foreign credit balances of the banks, 'Which had 
rea,ched 118.4 million marks by the end of 
.october, dropped to 18.8 millions. It sh'Ould, 
however, be noted that 'a year (before the banks 
had a net foreign indebtedness amounting to 
143.0 millioIl!S, to Bay nothing of the im­
measurably greater rindebtedness 'Of the post-war 
period, 

In the ·position of ,the Bank of FinZand it will 
be noticed, on the one hand, that during Novem­
ber the position was strengthened to a great 
degree, and on the other that credits increased. 
The latter rose by 5-8.4 million marks or oonsid-

era}jly mQre than during the same month in 
previous years which also showed an increase. 
The Bank's reserve of f'oreign ,currency increased 
during the same time. ,by 65.6 million marks and 
was consequently more than 380 millions larger 
than at the same time in 1926 and Qver 80 milU,ons 
larger than in 1925, when ·the prev·iQus highest 
point 'Was reached. The nQte reserve also rose 
appreciably Iby 135 million marks to 796.8 
millions; it thus exceeded the corresponding 
figure fQr NQvember, 1926, by 100 millions. This 
great increase is princip.ally a resuit of the 
circumB'tance that the Bank of Finl,and, after 
having prev,iously purchased bonds of the 
Government's 1921 Scamdinavian loon wbroad, 
s·old a large packet of these 'bonds to the Trea­
,mry; as such :bonds cannot ·be 6JIlployed any more 
than Qther bonds a·s cover for its notes. 

In the level of prices a rising tendency ,is 
noticeable. 'The whoLesale proice index 1'08e 
1 ·paint in NQvemher to 149 as compared with 
143 oR year ago. The oost ·of living index rose 
14 'points to 1,251 as againSit 1,193 a "bwelvemQnth 
earlier. The rise is mainly due to higher prices 
for foods,tuffs and t<> the rise in the price of 
fi.rewood usual for the time of year. 

TRADE AND INDUSTRY. 

Imports were Uvely during Novem:ber; their 
value amounted to 617.3 million marks and 
slightly exceeded the corresponding f,igures for 
N oVeIIl'oor, 1926, and OctOlber, 1927. Exports, on 
the contrary, were rather duller, which lis 
customary for the time of year. The VJalue of 
exports for Nove~ber amounted to 549.6 million 
marks which is a little 'less than last NQvemlber. 
As usual during this month, .there was 
consequently a surplus of imports, amounting to 
67.7 million marks on this oooasion. For the 
past eLeven months the exports amounted.in value 
to 5,935.0 million marks, whiLe the value of the 
imports is estimated at 5,822.4 millions. The 
balance of trade thus recorded a surplus of 
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e:l<'P<>rts of 112.6 million marks, which is a Little 
more favouroable than last· year, when the surplus 
of exports at the end of Novem;her represented 
67.1 millions. Bearing in mind that imports lin 
Decemberar,e, as a rule, slightly heavier than 
exp'oris, it may Ibe anticipated that the income 
and expen,diture in the ,balance of trade fQr this 
year will balance each Qtheron the whole. 

Timber shipments for this year are practically 
completed. Up to the end of November 
altogether 1,225,500 standarods had been shipped, 
this being more than in any previous year. As 
the remaining stocks are infinitesimally smaliJ. 
and s'carocely include swta!ble aSlSortmenis, no 
sales worth mentioningoould he made. Interest 
.is theref.ore d:irected, n-aturaHy, to the market 
for shipment next year. During November sales 
are estimated t'o have amounted apprQximately 
·to 120,000 s·tandards. So far, "therefore, sales 
amount in all to 8Jbout 320,000 standards. The 
r('sult is not as good as last year, when the figure 
for 8'alesby the end of November amounted to 
the unusUll!lly large quantity of 500,000 
standards, .but on the other hand· it was oonsid­
erably better than in 1925 aud 1924, when sales 
'Were about ·100,000 standards. In England the 
importers still maintain a waiting attitude until 
they see hQIW things shape in reg.ard to exports 
of sawn ,goods from Russia,' and also ·owing to 
their stockls lbeing 'cOIllSider,able. - The market 
for other important ,Finnish ·articles of export 
has not experienced any change worth men­
tioning. 

THE LABOUR MARKET. 

As winter approaches, the usual seasonal 
unemployment shows signs of .increasing. The 
state of the labour market may, however, still 
be described as satisfactory. The stubborn labour 
dis·pute in the metal trade which has weighed 
heavily on ,trade for a lQng time, was at last 
settled in the middle of December by both sides. 
making ooncessions.

STATE FINANCES. According to the balance sheet for 1926 
the State revenue was 8,434.1 million marks of which 8,428.9 million 
marks were ordinary revenue, and State expenditure 4.076.7 mU· 
lion marks, of whieh 2,999.11 million marks were ordinary expen· 
diture. The principal sources of revenue were as follows: State 
property and undertakings 1,291. 9, direct taxes 428.1, Indirect taxes 
1,206.8, miscellaneous taxes 193.8, charges 178.0, miscellaneous reve· 
nue 126.8. The value of State property in 1922 is estimated at 
11,150.6 mUlIon marks. For National Debt see table 18 in this issue. 

MUNICIPAL FINANCES. According to the Budget for 19211 
expenditure amounted to 901.7 million marks. Income.froUl taxation 
was 837.3 million marks, taxed iDcome 4,478.5 million marks. Tbe 
communal income tax (not progressive) averaged 7.6 % of the 
ratepayers' income. 

THE BANK OF ISSUE. The Bank of Finland, (founded 
In 1811) is a State Bank. Its bead-offlC8 is in Helsinki (Helsingfors) 
with branches in Turku (Abo), Pori (Bjorneborg), Vaasa (Vasa), 
OuIu (Uie4borg), Kuoplo, Joensuu, Sortavala, VUpurl (Viborg), 
Mikkeli (S:t Michel), Tampere (Tammerfors), HAmeenliDDa (Tavaste· 
hus), JyvAskyU1 and Kotka.

GENERAL REVIEW. 

Since the perind of war-time depress,ion, 
Finnish industry, looked at as a whol,e, has 
gained in strength year by year, as the summary 
table !belolW shows. 

IndUistr.ialactivity was llivelier all along the 
line in 1-9.26 than ever Ibef.ore. Thus, the num­
ber of workers, wh,ich ihad hitherto been highest 
in 19.23, reaQhed 19. neIW maximUilll in 1926. 
The in~rease OVeT the 'Preceding year was 
5.9 %, against ,an inLCl1ease of 1.1 % 
in 1,9.25. The pOlWer used in ,industry showed an 
increase of 8.3 %, ag.aiIlJSt 3.0 % in 
1925. The rise in w.ages is specially 
noticeable: agailllst the rise of 5.9 % in the 

.number of workers, wages show an increase 
of 11.4 %. If we set Ibeside this f.igure 
the rise in the aggregta'te val ue of raw 
material, wich WIII;S as much as 8.8 %, and 
the xise in the .gross v,alue of production, which 
:is only 8 %, ,we oibserve that the costs of 
industry in the fOrlIll of lahour 'and raw material 
have risen faster than the groo'S value of its 
prod'llchlon.

These different ibl'la.nches of industry ,can be 
divided into two main groups, v.iz., those work­
ing mostly 1£01' the home market and tho~e 

based chiefly on export. The group 'of export 
,industries includes 'On~y two branches, the paper 
industry and the timber industry; all the rest 
aim as regards t.he bulk o£ their pToductioll at 
satisfying the h.ome d.eIIl8.nd. Between these 
groups there is the further diff.erence that the 
export group uses Finmish raw material .in .its 
·products, Iwhlilethe other group, the 'chief 
constrtuents of which are the metal, textile, 
~eather ,and foodstuffs and luxuries ibranches, 
works chiefly with imported raw material.

WORKING FOR THE HOME MARKET. 

With regard, [,irst, 110 the metal industries, the 
figures in the table aho;ve 'Show a rising market 
for these, too. Thus, the number of workers 
,increas-ed during 1926 ,by 7 % and the 
v'alue of production still more, or by 7.5 %. 
Indeed, the m.etal industries have not been so 
lively since 1917, when the orders foQr war 
material lodged ,by 1)he Russian Government 
raised this ,bran'ch of wdustry to a rare state of 
prosperity. This prosperity was, horwever, of a 
transitory ,character, ;the result of e~ceptional 
circumstances. In the year now drawing to an 
end the industry would probalbly have reached 
an equally high level, thanks to large Govern­
ment orders, if, unhappily, l'whour disputes had 
not intervened. 

The position of the textile indulltr-ies ha·s been 
weaker in recent years than previomlly. From 
20,247 in 1923, the number of workers sank in 
1924 to 19.152 and in 1925 to 18,722. During 
1926 their number recovered again alm.oQst to the 
1.923 figure, oQr to 20,110, a ,rise of 7.5 % 
on the previous year, ibut against this the value I 
oQf production rose only froon 978.9 mill. m.ks. in 
1925 to 1,041.{) mill. II11ks., or by 6.4 %. 
And 6V'en for this rise we have to thank the 
ieast impoQrtant branches of the industry, chiefly 
the men's clothing factories and tailor's shops 
and halt ·and cap Daatxmies. Of the important 
branches of the texNle indus'try only the woollen 
industry, which empl'Oyed 3,354 hands in 1.913, 
has goOne .ahead fairly steadily, as will !be soon 
from the folloQwing figures:

In the knitted wear industry, tOQ, the figures 
for 1926 o;hQW ·an appreciahly greater 'production. 
As regards the cotton industry, the yalne of 
production hu,s gone down c.onsiderably ~ince 
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1!l23. This does not, however, denote decrealiiecl 
production, but is obviously the outcome of f<al­
ling pr,i,ces. On the other hand, the linen in­
dustry has IIIctually declined during the past few 
years. Though production in this branch 
recover·ed -in the years immediately after the 
war and even ,improved <In its former achieve­
ments, reaehing ,it's highest point in 1!.)~2, it ha~ 
since then regularly decre.lllood,8JS will he seen 
from the figures given 'aJbove. 

The leathm' induo;try, taken as a whole, has 
dav'eloped Wlith greater rapidity dur,ing the pa&t 
df-<cade and a half than ·anyother Ibranch of 
indnstry in 'Flinland. Against 2,879 hands in 
1913, it wa·s employing no leso; than 5,686 ,in 
1926, almost double the numiber employed in the 
former year, the exa·ct ,ilJl'crease being 97.5 %. 
The most important ibl~anches of this industry 
are the leather tactor,ies and the iboot 
and shoe f.actories. Figures are given first for 
the leather factories.

It will be. seen from these figures that ,the 
,improvement in ·the leather ,industries alii a 
,whQleiby no meaIlJS 'wpplies 110 the leather 
f,actories. Since the Wlar the manuf!RCture of 
leather has ·been una.ble to regain its pre-war 
kvel. The ·foQllowing s'erves to illustrate this 
fact: an 1913 ther,e /Were only 44 factories, but 
between them ,they employed 1,459 workers ·and 
could show ,a total productiQn value,l at 19.8 
millions in the curr·ency of that period, cor­
responding to approx. 210 miUions in present 
currency. In 1926 there were no fewer than 72 
factories, hut together these employed 'Only 1,157 
workers Rnd the aggreg·ate value ·of their pro­
duction /Was o'Illy 165.7 m.ill. mks. The result is 
that the home production ,of leather is not nearly 
enough to satisfy the den:land. 

The branch of the leather indlLStry whi'ch has 
proved to be most capa'ble O'f expanding is the 
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boot and shoe a.ndus'try. This bl"lanch of manu­
facture enjoys a special pos-ition in the respect 
that the war years, owing t'O large ol"'ders of foot­
wear for the R'Ilssianarmy, were resp'onsible 
for the strongest phase of its development. This 
development is illustrated in the following 
f.igures:

Development continued after ,the w'ar in the 
same favourable direction, owing to the f-act 
that the rural population had gone over to the 
use of factory foO'bwear. Mass-production has

-of handicraft.

In the measure in which the boot and shoe 
industry hIllS pr'Ogressed it has naturally come 
to depend more ,and lIllore on foreign raw 
material, seeing that production in the leather 
factories has not increased in the same r,atio. 
Wnile as recently as 1923 less than 40 % 
.of foreign leather was used, the share of :foreign 
raw material had rosen ,by 1926 to over 56 % . 
. As regards the figures for production, 
these, too, &how a continued increase .in the 
·output of (boots and shoes.· This branch of in­
,dustry is already well able to satisfy the home 
,demand, though a small amount of finer 
pJ:oducts is still imp·orted. 

The foodstuffs and luxuries industries .include 
.~ great number ()If greatly differing .branches, it 
,being 'Characteristic of many of them that in-
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dustrial ref,ining plays a very small part in their 
work. 

The most important !branches of the ,foodstuffs 
industries are the flourmills, 'bakeries, sugar 
refineries and margarine factories. A schematic 
view of the a·ctivities of these factories is ~iven 
in the fonowing figures:

THE EXPORT INDUSTRIES. 
As already referred to, only the paper and 

timber .industries work chiefly for export. Both 
industries are 'based on the national wealth of 
forests. The paper industry is, from the point of 
view of natiOO1al economy, more important than 
the timber ,industry, which is chiefly composed 
of the sawmiUs, seeing that it refines the raw 
material provided by the forestea stage further 
than the latter. The chie:f branches of the paper 
.industry are the pulp-mills and cardboard 
factories, the cellulose factories and the paper­
mills. 

A few figures are g.iven firs,tsh()wing the 
development of the pul'P-mills and cardboard 
factories.

The production of cardboard has not yet 
rl.a,ched its level of 1913, whereas that of wood­
pulp has .increased by 47 %. As the number 
of workers has risen in the meantime by 
only 6 %, the technical appliances used im 
the industry have obviously improved, as ,is the 
case with the ,other branches of the paper in­
dustry. The .figures ~ven for W'()od-pulp in the 
view of national economy, more important than 
table above denote, like thOSie given on the next 
page for cellulose, dry weight.

The cellulose industry has developed quicker 
than any other branch of the Finnish paper 
industries. The nUJID.ber of workers employed 
has increased sip-ce 1913 by 97.8 %, the 
production of sulphate celilulo1re ,by 69.5 % 
and that of sul'phite ceHulose by no less than 
315 %. The pr-oduction of the cellulose 
factories was valued in 1926 at 913.8 mill. mks. 

The development of the pa'Per-mills is seen

A phenomenon occurring regularly in an these 

ibranches of the p~per industry lis that since the 
return to normal conditiOlIlS production has 
increased a't a reLatively faster rate than the 
number of 'Workers employed. This, as already 

. mentioned, is 'Obviously due to technical improve­
ments. 

The comprehensive figures given [or the 
timber industry in the first talble ,in this ar1licle 
showed the y,ear 1926 to have been livelier than 
the preceding year. This appUes particularly to 
the sawmill industry, the largest ,branch of the 
timber industry, which alone employs 77.2 %. 
of the total lD.umber of !Workers employed 
in the whole timber industry and ills res'ponsible 
for 81.8 % of the total value of production 
in this field. The production figures for the 
sawmills alone 'are considerably above the cor­
resp,onding figures for the whole 'Of the paper 
industry, though in respect 'Of production the 
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paper industry is the next largest after the 
timber industry. - As there lis no information 
availwble regarding the amount of production 
in the sawmHI industry ibefore the 'War, the 
examination of this branch must be confined to 

the years after the /War.

Oousidera;ble fluctuations are apparent in the 
production of different tY'Pes of timber in dif­
feroot .years. The increase in the amount of 
scantlings, is specially noticeable, though a pause­
seems to have ocurred in 1926. The 'aggregate 
f,igure for all types ,in 1921 was 704,648 stds, 
which does not yet quite correspond to the pro­
duction in 1913. The increase on this figure ,in 
1926 is 75 %. 

.of the 'Other branches of the timber industry 
the most impor,tant is the plywood industry,. 
whic.h has rapidly developed into a noi;ewo,rthy 
exp'Ort industry. In 1913 there were only 3 
factories, employing 229 workers altogether. 
In 1926 there were lllready 15 factories and 
3,815 workers. The gross value of productiOlD. 
in the latter year was 180 mill. mks.

To give 'same sort of general idea of the 
importance of the export industries in Finnish 
industry as a whole and for the national 
economy (If the country, the following per­
centages are given, showing what portion of the 
total industrial workers were empl(lyed by the 
paper and timber :iIlIdustries, and what part of 
the total value of production in the combined 
illdustries was the contri.bution of these two 
industries.

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These :figures sh(lw, in the first place, that 
these two industries represent well over two­
fifths of the t'otal industrial production, and 
secondly, that the tendency !has been of such a 
nature ·that sin,ce the lWar ·the centre of gravity 
in Finnish industrial activity has shifted more 
and more towards the tlWo tindustries referred 
to. FrQllll 39.9 % in 1913, the s.hare of the 
p'aper and timber industries in the total 
value Q(f ,industrial production had risen iin 
1926 to almost 45 %. If, in addition, we 
take inoo account that these industries work up 
}'innish raw materiial and that their products 
are the chief means of payment for our imports, 
-the latter including the raw materials needed 
'by the other industries, the enormous import­
ance of the pwpera'lld timber industries in the 
natiO'Ilal econoony is clearly apparent. 

PLANS FOR THE ESTABLISHMENT OF A NITROGEN INDUSTRY IN 
FINLAND. 

Owimg to the ap.proach of the time, when the 
power. generated 'by the great water-power 
station· ·at Imatra will 'become available, the 
Government appointed a Special Oommittee 00 
deal with the question of foundiing a nitrogen 
industry in the country'. This committee has 
nowcoIDllleted its task and made certain suggeS­
tions to the Government; recommending either 
the organisation of product,ion on a large scale 
with a view to exp.ort, (lr the building of It small 
Government facwry - producing about 2,800 : 
tons of nitrog.en yearly - in connection w,ith the 
Government sulphuric acid and superphospate 
facwry. 

Although the smaller Government factory. 
would, perhap:s, he more suita'ble for agriculture, I 
as in that ·case prices might be more freely I 

adjusted to provide a strong stimulUiS for the 
use of nitrogen fertilizers, it .ls, nevertheless, na­
tural that the es1Jalbl,ishment of hig-scale pl'ant 
for export purpos'es would Ibeof more economic 

Ibenefit to a country as l1ich in undeveloped 
water-power as Finland. 

The ilJppended sketch-map oppos,ite provides 
good idea of the water-power in Finland and its. 
distribution over the country. The State owns 
about one quarter of the rapids a.n the country, 
in addition to shares in other rapids.· 

Altogether the Finnish rapids represent wbout 
2.5 million H. P., of IWhich only one-tenth is in 
use. The l~rgest and most favourable ralla.ds 
suffer from the drawback that they are too large 
for priv,ate enterprise to deal with, an advantage 
in their case .being a ,comparative evenness of 
volume owing to the unusually large 'areas of 
lake that feed them. Against construction 
expenses of about ,3,400 marks per kilowatt in 
the first building-s'tage of the Imatra station 
(about 55,000 high tension k:ilowatts), the figure 
for oonstructione~penses per kiLowatt, when the 
whole of the 150,000 kilowatts generated by the 
I'apids comes into use, wrill iall to about 2,500 
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marks per kilowatt. It ,will Ibe seen cf1."01;n this 
that eleclric current can ,be generated at Imatra 
at prices which m.ust be deemed very low (see 
also articles in No. 6, 1922, and No. 5, 1924, of 
this Bulletin). 

Seeing that there are other la~e l'Ilpids in 
Finland which can be developed at appr,oximate'ly 
the same cost as Imatra, ,the State might be 
justified in surrendering part of the power gen· 
erated at Imatl'll foOr the use of the nitrogen 
industry at a price only a little over the genera­
tion-cost of electric {lurrent. The economic 
bpnefit to the nation ·from a nitrogen factory 
would in such case indemnify the ·State for the 
loss of doirecl profits. - The idea has also ~en 
,broached that a group of private individuals 
might be supplied ,with power at a very low basic 
price, provided it entered into an agreement 
with the Government to pay an addition'al price 
for power in case the entel"lPrue yielded consid­
erable profits. - An agreement of this nature 
would mean in efcfect 'Pretty m.uch that the 
Government guaranteed ·the nitrogen factory a 
minimum dividend on its capital. 
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The opmlOn in eX'Pert circles is that the. 
establiehment of a nitrogen industry on a large 
scale for export purposes ,would require the 
participation of foOreign capital in the enterprise. 

If it turns out to the the Goverrument that 
finally builds the factory, it win problllhly be 
built to meet the home demand only and the 
chief product will be calcium nitrate. The choice 
will then, in the first instance, be between 
OasaiJ.e's ·and Fauser's lLlllDlonia-synthetic 
methods. From the 'point of view of utilising 
the sulphur in'the large deposits of pyrites at 
Outokumpu it /Would be -more cf,avoura:bleto 
prepare ammonium sulphate than calcium 
nitrate, ,but this alternative is only possible, if 
production is Ibased on export, for owing to the 
comparatively great acidity of the Finnish 
fields, ammonium sUlphate cannoOt be used on 
them as the chief nitrogen fertilizer. 

On the map the geographical .situation of the 
Outokumpu pyrites"deposits is marke'd with a 
black square. 

THE FINNISH BUDGET FOR 1928.

ITEMS. 

Ministerial. crisis. On December '9th the I 
existing Government tendered their resignations 
to the President. The reas'on 'Was that the 
Budget estimates drawn up by the Government, 
containing proposals with regard to certain 
.changes in the laws of taxation, met ,with semous 
oppos.ition in the Diet and in particular, that 
on the date referred to the Diet rejected the 
Government's minimum demands with regard <to 
reducing the import duty on rye. The retiring 
Government, woith Mr Tanner.as Prime Minister, 
was, it will be remembered, purely Socialist in 
character, ,but ha·d enjoy,ed the support p.rincip­
·ally of the Oommunistand Swedish parties. 

After a Jew days of preliminary negotiation' 
the new Government was formed on December 
17th, when the President appointed the new 
minis·ters. _ '('he new Government i~composed of 

r,epresentatives of the Agrarian party with. the 
addition of soone non-party official ministers 
The Prime Minister ,is Mr J. E . .sunila, Ohief of 
the Board of' Agricu1ture, .who was formerly a 
minister. Mr Hj.Procope, the Finnish Minister 
in Warsaw, has been appointed Minister for 
Foreign Afofairs.

The Diet. On December OOth the Diet ended 

its session after passing the Budget for 1928 and 
several 'bills. The Budget is reported on in the 
present ,issue; in a later issue a review wHl be 
given of the .bHls passed ,by the Diet affecting 
trade.

Trade Agreement with Sweden. On December 

14th a tr.ade agreement was signed in Stockholm 
,between Finland and Sweden, 'beed·deea foinal 
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protocol antI declaration. The agreement, which 
requires the approval of the Diets of both 
countries before coming into f.orce, is 'based on 
the most favoured nation principle. The 
agreement comes into .force one month after the 
exchange of ratifications. 

New State loan. The Diet has empowered ! 
the Government t9 take up a f'oreign bond loan' 
not exeeding 680 million marks to be used in 
redeeming some old unfav·ouralble loans, chiefly 
the so~called 1921 Scandinavian loan which falls 
due ,in 1927-1931. 

The Customs Tariff. The Diet has resolved 
in connection with the passing of the Budget to 
make some alterations in the tariff in force in 
1027. The import duty has been lowered on the 
f.ollowing articles, the rates of duty per 1 kilo-· 
gramme for 1.927 and 1928 being given below:

Ice conditions and shipping. November was 
ill general a coM montl)., on an ,average 3-5 
degrees .(~older than the normal temperature; in 
the middle of December a period of severe cold i 

set in. So much ice had iformed in the Guld: o.f I 
Bothnia by the middle of the month that naviga- . 
t:;.on north of VllIasa (Vasa) was closed entirely, . 
but ship,ping at that port was kept open with the , 
help of the icebreaker Voima. At the ports

further south, Rauma, Pori (Bjorneborg) and 
Miintyluoto, Turku (Albo) , Hanko (Hango) and 
HeIsinJ.ci. (Helsingfors), navigation continued 
without interruption. In the eastern part of the 
Culf of Finland the ice began to present ob­
stacles to shipping which could, however, be 
carr>ied on at Kotka by steamers that were not 
too weak, and at Viipuri (V,iborg), where the 
icebreaker Tarmo glRve as'Mstance, when neces­
sary. The work of the icebreakers has, hOlWever, 
!been light soo far. 

Increase of capital. Pa1·ga.y Kalkberus-Ab. 
has decided to raise its capital from 45 to 90 
million marks by issuing one bonus share foOr 
each . oldshar~. . 

LiiskBlii Bruks Aktiebolau which increased its 
,ca,pital last summer from 20 to 28 millions, of 
!Which 24 millioOns were ordinary shares and 
4 millions preference shares,' has decided t'O raise 
its capital by an issue of bonus shares for a 
further ·1.2 miHion marks, one llew share to he 
issued for every two old ordinary oOnes, so that 
the total capital will amount t() 40 1l1'i'llion marks. 

SiiiistopankkiBn Keskus-OsakB-Pankki has come 
tc a decis.i.on t·o raise its capital from 20 to 40 

million marks. Only savings banks can hold 
shares in this banking institntion. 

Rates of interest. The Government has 
decided. that the rate of interest on deposits in' 
the Post Office Sav,ings Bank is to be reduced 
to 6 % from January 1st, 1928. Since the beg.in­
ning of 1927 the rate has ,been 6 1/ 2 % to which 
it had been reduced from 7 %. 

Purchase of steamer. The firm of J. A. 
Zachariassen in Uusikaupunki (Nystad) recently 
purchased the steamship Anglo-Egyptian of 
9,400 tons, built in England. The nerw vessel is 
Finland's largest steamer.
