The above p~rticulars which are of a preliminary nature, have been complied by the So.cial-Statistical Department oie the Central 
Statistical Office. As they indicate, only a few Cases of cessation of work on a small scale have interrupted peaceful labour conditions 
in Finland during the last few years, The most serious confllct in 1923 arose io the building trade In Helsingfors, lasting for two 
monthS, and amon l the stevedores in May, while the longest cessation of work occurred in the metal industry. The majority of cases 
of cessation of work were described as strikes, 



CERTAIN PARTICULARS ABOUT FINLAND. 

1. FORM OF GOVERNMENT. 

Finland forme.d a part of the kingdom of Sweden 
from 1154 to 1809; since 1809 it was an autono­
mous Grand Duchy connected with Russia up to 
December 6th, 1917, when Finland declared its in­
dependence. It became a republic in 1919. The 
Diet together with the President possess the legis­
lative power of the country. The highest executive 
power is held by the President chosen for a period 
of 6 years. The Diet, composed of 200 members, is 
elected by universal ~uffrage.

ORIGIN OF SAVINGS BANKS AND 
SAVINGS BANKS LEGISLATION. I 

The first savings bank in Fi.nland was found­
ed in A'bo in 18123. The idea had been taken 
from En.gJJamd, where SlimiJIar in:stitutioQln~ as 
trustee S'av.iD.glS hanks had ·been !started in 
the prev1lo-us decade, ,and this finst salving.s 
ba'I1lk: wasesta.b1:iJs.hed on the p,attern of the 
Englruslh B.a'ving!S banikls of that period.

FORiMS OF BUSINESS. 

The business of the saving,s banks is regulated 
in two directions: it is either restricted to the 
forms of transaction permissj;bleacco~ding to 
the earlier legisIartion,or Ihas been extended to 
ioolude those new tforms of business which were 
introduced Iby the law of 19'1:8.

IMPORTANOE AS OODLE,OTORS OF 
SAViED OAJPITAL. 

In estimating the iIDlpol'ta·nce of the savings 
banks it should be noted' that they are very un­
evenly distributed throughout different paTts of 
the country. A gen·eral idea can be obtained

from the ILOOC;JII'n,pa~ying map which indicates the 
,saving,s banks acco~ding to their size 'a,nd sphere 
of operations. There are 4617 savings banks in 
Finland or, on a;n,a,vel'age, 1 savings hank to 
7,349 inhabitants and 719 sq. kilometres. In 
rega'rd to the .population., however, the distri'bu­
tion is wlso uneven, 'aB thesouth.-w,estern IJarts 
.of the country have 1 saving,s bank to about 
5,000 in,baibitants, ,as ag,ainst over 10,000 in. the 

eastern districts. That the saving.8 banks play 
an. important part in the econoOllIlo.c life ,0'£ the 
country is proved ,by the f.act 1ilia,t, p;rior to :the 

w,a~, about one third of the totail amount of de­
posits in the country concerned the savings 
blld1iks. Ow;ing to in&lation caused iby the war, 
savings decreased, as is usual during long periods 
of inflati.on,so that the corresponding figure at 
the end of 192,3 wa.s only :albout one qua:rter. The 
total amount of deposits in the saving.s banks at 
that date was a,bout 1,550 million mark~ 1). 

~A. good basi,s for estimating the effectiveness 
of 'a country's system of saving,s hanks is affurded 
by the nUIIlJbe"l' of pass books in proportion to 
the popuI1l..tion. Of the 634,45,3, pass books current 
in 'the country a t ;tiheendoo l902I"2, there w,a,s 1 to 
every 5.1 inhabit,ants (in Great Bri·tain 3.5, Ger­
many 2, Italy 3.2, United Stat,es 10, Australia 
1.3, ,Soandin,avian, countries about 2). That the 

savings banks real1y collect sa.vings' and not ca­
pi,tal deposits is proved by the circumstance that 
the avel\age sum <Xf deposits ,at t1re end of 1922 
w,as 2,,513 maTks ,a.nd that only 27.2 % ·of the 
pass books contain.ed amounts in excess of 1,000 
marks. Before the war, art the end of 1:913, t.his 
figure ","a,s 8615 marks or consiideraMy ho..gher 
than at present, if the fall in the v,alue of the 
mark be taken inJtQ: considerat.ion. In com..parison 
tos'aV1ings accounts,. t.he deposits on current and 
overdrad't accourits, ","hich amounted at the end 
of la,8t yea'r to 58.5 million ma·rks, ,are o,f minor 
importance, although in the case of some ,saving.s 
banks in which the new forms of business wer,e 
specially caned forth by the exigencies of the 
situation, they are of great practical v,alue.

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RESOUROES OF THE SAVINGS BANKS. 

To go over to the question, of the soundness 
of the savings banks, their funds m·ust be 
admitted to be comparatively low. They amount­
ed at the end of 192'3 to 8ibout 83 million marks 
or about 5 % of the deposits, as coonpared to 
19 % in the J oiut Stock ba'nks. Though this 
figure may a,ppear insufficient, practice has 
shown that deposi tOTS in the Finnish .savings 
banks have never suffered any loss. This is due 
in part to 'uhe 'great responsibility iiuposed on 
the boards of the savin-gs banks. In addition it 
has been proved that the savings banks have so 
much esprit de corps among themselves that in 
case of need they a;ssist each !other by means of 
their joint agencies. 

LOA.NS. 

The fact ihat the savings banks can operate 
with such ,small capital without risk to their 
depositors, is influenced very much by the way 
in- which their investments ,are made. These 
consist mainly (about 80 %) of loans to ,a total I 
of 1,335 million ma'rks. Of these, 44 % are 
secrured· by lIIlIorlbgllJ~, a'Dld 1,1 % are made tOo parish 
cOInJllillJ11ities·, sooi,e:t,i,e,g etc. Those loans, 81gain, 
wfu,idhJ ,aTe granted 'Illgainst lPel."\SOnal soouri.ty (a;bout 
44 % of ,an loans) are less exposed to risk than 
ordinary bank loans in tha't they are tOo a great 
extent granted in small .amounts and aTe based 
on the intimate knoW"lledge of the borrower and I 
sureties generally possessed by the boards of the . 
savings banks in their own districts. The same I 
applies to loans for a fixed period, cash credits, . 
overdrll!fts and bills which, at the end of the 
year, totalled 102 million marks .or about 6 % 
of the investments of the savings banks. Bonds, 

. amounting to 115.7 million marks, or ,ahout 7 % 

of the investments, are, owing to existing high 
r,ates of interest, unprofitable, but involve little 
risk to capital. 

OENTRAL ORGANISATION. 

In addition to their publicity organisation 
the savings banks posseSlS an important centra,l 
economic institution in the Savings Banks' 
Oentral Joint Stock Bank. 

This institution whioh wa~ founded as early 
as 1908 in .the form of oS Joint Stock company, 
the shares in which could be held only by 
savings banks, wa·s at first hampered by its 
organisa,tion which concfined its business exclus­
ively to savings banlks, parish comm'lLllit.ies and 
other similar public bodies. During the war, 
owing to the existing inflation, the Oentral 
Bank found it difficult .to in,vest its working 
capital, as neither the ,savings' !banks, nor the 
parish communities which were financed, by 
them, were in need of loans from it. For this 
reason the operations of the Oen tral Bank were 
extended in 1921 to include ,all forms of bank 
business without limitation of its circle 'Of 
clients. Foreign business, too, was allowed and 
is carried on by the bank .. The Central Bank 
which operates with consider,a1ble success since 
its reorg.anis·ation, Ihas a !share calpital of 1.0 
minirOn ma'l'iks. [ts ,slh:ares are <held -by 376 
savi,ngs banks and it is connected with 377 
savings banks of which 102 .are closely connected 
in their oflganisaJtion to the central institution. 
The balance sheet of the Oentral Bank at the 
end of Ma'Tch tMs yerur ,sh'Owed a bwLance of 
83.6 miJEon marks ID which deposits fOl'lIlled
