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FINNISH MARKET REVIEW.

THE MONEY MARKET.

As pointed out in earlier numbers, the money
market in Finland is subject even in normal
times to regularly recurring periodical fluc-
tuations. These varying' conditions are in the
main due to the dependance of our foreign trade
on the different seasons. The most important
article of export, timber, can be sent abroad al-
most solely in the period during which the sea
is free from ice. And on account of this, the
sawmills are compelled, from November to May,
to work. for the increasig of their stocks. Atthe
most they can only hope to receive a part of the
price of their sales as an advance. Further, du-
ring the winter, cuttings and the transport of
fimber to the waterways must be carried out.
The combined result of these factors is that the
demand for credit among the timber industries
generally shows a constant growth during the
winters, until with the coming of open water
{imber can be exported and payment received
for the cargoes. The summer months show then
a rapid improvement in the state of the money
market.

During the war, and even later, while inflation
still continued and the sales of export goods
were irregular, the periodic fluctuations pictured
in the foregoing were hard to discern. But the
more economic conditions have approached their
former course, the clearer have these regular
movements become.

The fact that the money market continued to
be tight in May, tighter perhaps than in the pre-

ceding month, as will be seen from the tables
further on, depended mainly on the afore-de-
scribed demand for free capital at the outset of
the export season. Deposifs in the commercial
banks decreased in May by 34. million marks,
which amount consisted almost entirely of with-
drawals from current accounts. On the other
hand,loans granted increased by49.smillion marks.

The position ot the banks with regards to other
countries further deteriorated slightly in May.
The net indebtedness abroad grew from 9311 mil-
lion marks to 951. million marks. In this also,
the periodical nature of our foreign trade is
discernible.

The turnover on the Helsingfors Stock Exchange
was somewhat greater in May than in the pre-
vious months. The index showing the Stock
Exchange value of the more important stocks
and shares declined from 150 to 143.

The number of bills protested increased from
309 in April to 383 in May.

Of the changes in the position of the Bank of
Finland which occurred in May the more im-
portant may be given. Claims on correspondents
abroad decreased by 31.s million marks to 153
million marks. Government bills further declined,
this time by 25.0 million marks to 216.: million
marks. Inland bills showed 2 considerable in-
crease, by 45.6 million marks to 707.2 million marks.
Loans on mortgage, which usually show only
inconsiderable alterations, grew this time by 11.5
million marks. The note issue decreased during
May by 15.4 million marks to 1,400.» million marks.




The value of Finnish currency abroad showed
a further rise in May after the one recorded in
April, . This improvement continues during the
present month of June. In June the rate of ex-
change for pound averaged 205:46, for dollars
46:21 and for Swedish crowns 11:92,

THE BUSINESS MARKET.

. The balance of trade deteriorated considerably
during May. The value of imports rose to 456.c

million marks, or to a point higher than that

reached in any month: during the last two years.

The value of exports increased also, but only to -

333 s million marks. The surplus of import was
thus 123.: million marks. Compared with the
balance for the preceding months, which was:
extremely favourable for winter-time, the results
for May are a decided reverse. Compared with
the figures for 1913, the outcome is however far
from being abnormal Calculated according to
1913 prices, the value of import is 73.5°/, of that
of the import, and similarly export 73.3°/, of the
export for May of 1913.

Of the various goods imported, unmilled rye,
sugar and coal show the greatest increases, and
of the exports, sawn timber and chemical pulp.

During May the timber market showed a con-
siderably increased activity. About 55,000 stan-
dards were sold in the course of the month, the
total amount sold this year up to the end of May
being 375,000 standards, or about 60, of the an-
nual output. Up to the middle of June 400,000
standards had been reached, an achievement
which even according to normal standards can
be regarded as being satisfactory. Prices also
were higher than earlier in the current year.
The larger sellers received prices averaging £ 15
for 7" battens, the smaller firms about £1 less.
These figures refer to timber for shipment in
July — August. For immediate shipment prices
have been higher. The battle over prices with
British buyers is still unconcluded — sales to
Great Britain are continuingly considerably smal-
ler than usual — but this factor has not been

able to excercise a decisive effect on the market,
as continental buyers have proved keener than
could be expected.

The rafting of logs has been extremely success-
ful this spring. Owing to the rainy spring there
has been an abundancy-of water in the rafting
channels and the work has progressed undisturbed

| by strikes.

Regarding the market for paper it may be
mentioned that the last weeks have brought
about a certain rise in the sales of high-grade
paper, which market hitherto has been rather
slack and orders lacking. Thus the high-grade
paper-mills in Finland have been offered a greater
choice of specifications from transmarine coun-
tries at acceptable prices. As to newsprint, prices
continue to be unsatisfactory, but an increasing
demand from America raises expectations of a
future rise. '

After the active selling of the previous months,
the cellulose market is quieter. The demand
for mechanical pulp grew during May. but the
quantities actually sold were for. the present
comparatively small.

The demand and prices for Finnish butter
abroad continue to be satisfactory, but owing to
the belated spring, production has declined con-
siderably.

The outlook for the harvest was otherwise
good at the beginning of June, except for the
fact that rye, on account of the unfavourable
winter, was awaited to yield a harvest under the
average in certain parts of the country.

THE LABOUR MARKET.

Labour conditions were less peaceful in May
than during the winter. Strikes have been more
numerous. Chifly, they have occurred however
in smaller branches of indusiry and have gen-
erally been short-lived. The regular shipment
of export-goods has not suffered by strikes.

Unemployment is no longer discernible any-
where.

"THE FORESTS AND FORESTRY OF FINLAND.

FOREST RESOURCES.

The forest lands of Europe were divided, after
the world-war, among the various countries as
follows:

Finland is thus third in Europe regarding the
size of its forest area. Calculdted in percentage
of its total area, its forest area is greater than
that of any other country in Europe (see map 1),
i. e., about 62s °,, next being Sweden (56.1 %/,).
Also per head of population Finland has more
forest than any other European country (see map
2), viz., 6.0 hectares; nearest comes Sweden again
(3 hect.), then Norway (2s hect.) and Russia (1.2
hect). Finland is thus in all Europe the land
richest in forest.

This wealth of forest is spread comparatively

evenly over the whole country. Greater stretches
of land without forest or even poor in forest
are not to be i'ourid, with the exception, perhaps.
of the mountain region in the north. (See map 3),
The overwhelming majority of the forests are
coniferous, the species composing the same, viz.,,
pine (Pinus silvesiris) and spruce (Picea excelsa)
having long enjoyed a good reputation in the
world’s markets. Spruce forms, in addition, an
excellent raw material for the paper industries.
The most important leaf-trele, the birch (Betula
verrucosa and B. odorata), is on its part suited
to the needs of the veneer and reels and bobbins
industries, for furniture-making, tools, firewood,
eic. Theasp (Populus tremula)is eminently suitable
forthe wood needed in the manufacture of matches.

THE -EXPLOITATION OF THE FORESTS.

Natural conditions in Finland favour greatly
the exploitation of its forests. The transport of
timber from the forests is rendered easy by the
covering of snow in the ‘winter, and the thickly
branching waterways form a natural network of
water-courses, covering the whole of the country,
along which logs can be rafted. Cheap water-
power is afforded the timber-refining works by
the numerous rapids.

There can hardly be another country for which
forest has the same deep significance as for Fin-
land. Besides the fact that the home demand
for wood in all its form is satisfied, the products
of the forests — timber, wood-pulp, paper, etc.,
— form the most important and largest group
of exports by which Finland is represented in
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the world’s markets (see Diagr. 1). The greater
part of the capital on which the industries, com-
munications and the economic foundations of
the cultural life of Finland are based has been
and is still being obtained from abroad for the
products of our forests.

In earlier times, tar, hewn timber and firewood
formed the greater part of our export from the
forests. During the eighteenth century a begin-
ning was made with planks and boards, at first
hand-sawn, later sawn in the water-sawmills.
Steam sawmills did not come into use before
the middle of the nineteenth century. Sawn
timber was already at that time the most im-
portant article of export, and especially after
the discontinuation of the timber duty in Eng-

land in 1865 did this branch of timber export
increase rapidly. An idea of the growth of the
sawmills industry in Finland is given by Diagr.
2, showing the amounts of sawn timber annually
exported, beginning with 1883 ‘). Coincidently,
the home consumption of sawn timber has also
increased.

At present, there are over 600 sawmills in Fin-
land, but only a minority of these work for ex-
port, the greater number salisfying only the
local demand. But on the other hand, many of

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risen enormously. (See Diagr. 3.) On the banks
of the rapids, great industrial concerns have been
erected, those especially deserving of mention
being the wood-pulp mills, cellulose and paper
factories of the Kymmene Aktiebolag, the Akfie-
bolaget W. Guizeit & Co., and the A. Ahlstrom
Osakeyhtio, which are the greatest in their line
in Finland, probably also in Europe. Other com-
panies owning great paper and wood-pulp fac-
tories are the G. A. Serlachius Aktiebolag, Aktie-
bolaget Kankas Fabrik, Aktiebolaget Tornator,
etc. Altogether there were in Finland in 1920
25 wood-pulp mills (annual output about 110
million kilos), 24 cellulose factories (about 300
million kilos per annum) and 31 paper factories
(about 220 mill. kilos).

THE EXPORT OF FOREST PRODUCTS.

The firms engaged in the timber industries
have established a mutual organization to watch
over their interests, the Suomen Puunjalostus-
teollisuuden Keskusliitto (Central League of the
Forest Industries of Finland). Besides this, the
sawmill, wood-pulp, cellulose and paper in-
dustries have their own special organizations.

The amounts and value of the export of the
various industries dealing with forest products
are divided among the different branches accord-

It will be observed from the foregoing that the
most important export branch of the forest in-
Close after
comes paper, and then chemical wood-pulp (1913
unprepared timber).

The export of sawn timber is directed es-
pecially to Great Britain and Ireland; next in
order come France, Belgium, Holland, Germany
and Denmark. The products of the paper and
wood-pulp industries are absorbed chiefly by the
same countries, though here the United States
appears also as a buyer. Earlier, the export of
paper to Russia was considerable and has lately
commenced to revive again.

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THE. CARE OF THE FORESTS.

Of the forests of Finland the State owns about
39 9,, the Church and the communities about
2 9/,, the various business companies about 8 °/,
and private individuals about 51 °%,.

The State forests are situated mostly in the
north of Finland. Their administration and care
is in the hands of a Government Board of For-
estry, established in 1851 and lately re-organized.
The forests, also, of the Church, many of the
communities, the majority of the industrial con-
cerns and of numerous private estates, more

especially those of the larger ones, receive or-

ganized care. Generally, the forest owned by
the peasant-farmers still leaves much to be
hoped for in this respect; a development to the
better is, however, discernible among these. The
destruction of forest is prevented by the Forest

Laws of 1917, which forbid the hewing of a |

forest in a degree dangerous to its natural re-

generation; hewings in young growing pine and :

spruce forests incompatible with the rational

thinning of a forest are also forbidden. Quite |
recently, the Diet has passed a law dealing with |

Protection Forests, on the grounds of which
large areas of ferest in North Finland will in
the near future be declared protection-forests,
in which cuttings will-be undertaken only with
great precautions, in order to prevent a sinking
of the forest-line. ]
For the advancement of forestry among the
farmers the Government allows the Agricultural
and Household Societies (22 in number) subsidies,
out of which these pay the salaries of forestry
advisers and arrange competitions in forestry.
Acting as a kind of Central Foresiry Societies
for the foregoing societies there are the ,Tapio“
Society, which publishes a periodical for forestry,
the ,Tapio*, and the Foreningen for skogskultur.
Also. the officials of the Forestry Boards of the
various Administrative Districts, on which the
surveillance of the Forest Law of 1917 devolves,
give advice to forest-owners in silviculture.

Insurance societies for the insuring of forests
are two, the Suomen metsinomistajain keskinii-
nen metsipalovakuutusyhtié in Helsingfors (Fin-
nish Forest-owners Mutual Forest-fire Insurance
Company) and the Vakuutuslaitos Sampo in Abo
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(Insurance Office Sampo). At the end of 1920,
forests to an extent of 2,212,617 hectares had been
insured for a value of 1,056,537,202 Finnish marks.
For the insurance against fire of prepared timber
a society has been formed called the Finska Sig-
verksfigarnas Brandstodsférening — Suomen Sa-
hanomistajain Paloapuyhdistys (Finnish Saw-
mill-Owners Fire Relief Society).

Higher education in forestry is given (after the
abolishment in 1908 of the Evo School of For-
estry, established in 1860) at the Helsingfors Uni-
versity. The time needed for the Forestry-exa-
mination is 3—4 years. Examinations in forestry
may also be taken for academic degrees. For
education in primary forestry there are five pro-
vincial schools with a two-year course.

In the year 1909 the Forestry Association of
Finland was founded for the advancement of
the science of forestry. The impulse of this so-

ciety has already shown a gratifying revival of
scientific study in the matter, the Acta forestalia
fennica published by the same showing already
21 volumes, which contain scientific studies in
all the different branches of foresiry. Since the
year 1917, a Government institution, the Forest
Research Institute has been in action, comprising
among its officials three professors (in silvicul-
ture, forest valuation and pedology) each with
one assistant. The Institute issues a series of
publications of its own, four volumes having
hitherto appeared. At the present time a va-
luation of the forest resources of the country is
in progress, so that we can await in the near
future trustworthy information regarding the
extent of these resources, the present condition
of the forests, their production and other im-
portant factors in connection with the same.
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Besides the state forests marked down in the mag, the state owns (chiefly in south Finland) over
900 estates, the forests of which, altogether 200,000 hectares in area, are cut up ‘into so many small
parcels that it has been impossible to include them in this map.
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
