Section 1, Sub g (1) and Article 1, Section l, Sub i. We have accordingly
constructed appropriate clauses, as requested, which have been approved by

Mr. Jackson and are given bslow:

®It shall expressly and unconditionally be payable in United States
Gold Dollars, or in Finnish Marks."

"The term "Mark®, shall mean a Finnisk Markka, or Mark, of a
value at least equal to the present gold parity thersef, it
being agreed, for the purposes of this Trust Indenture, that
the present value of a Finnish Mark is equivalent to 18/475
grams of fine gold, having a value of approximately 0.025185
United States Gold Dollars . The term, "United States Gold
Dolliars®, shall mean dollars in gold coin of the United States
of America of or equal to the present standard of weight and
finensss."
